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The economies of Central, Eastern Europe and the Balkans (CEEB) are no longer “transition” economies. They are full-fledged market economies operating under the tutelage and guidance of the WEU Treaties, whether members of the EU-Eurozone or not. As such, they are recipients of all policy directives streamlining them to the standards required to make them more tuned with the new Treaties of the EU promulgated after the global financial crisis, such as the Fiscal Compact and the European Semester programme. In this context, CEEB economies are converging with the rest of the European periphery in an environment of economic stagnation and slump and subjected to severe austerity and bondage in the wake of the global financial crisis and the Eurozone crisis. This workshop, planned under the auspices of REDETE network and the University of Banja Luka, aims at focusing on the political economies of South-eastern Europe by way of looking at the impact of foreign direct investment and other forms of investments on the politics and economics of the region, as well as their country of origin. An increasing number of countries, particularly those in transition, continued policy endeavours aimed at attracting Foreign Direct Investment (FDI). We are particularly looking at the following issues: 

· Portfolio investment and direct investment

· Inward investment by sectors

· Policies facilitating investments

· The role of China in infrastructural and other projects

· The role of Russia and Turkey as both recipients and exporters of capital

· Financialisation in South-eastern Europe

· Measuring rate of profit in selected enterprises

· Impact on social policies and priviatizations
· Impact of migration on South-eastern economies

· The changing structures of SMEs in the region

· Institutional frameworks and the role of the EU and NATO
