Accounting issues and challenges related
to risk management and disclosure

in commercial banks

The banking sector is not only the main
driver of economic development, but also a
critical pillar for the stability of the financial
system. Activities of the banks expose them
to various financial and non-financial risks,
which necessitates analysis, evaluation,
measurement and management of the
assumed risk and achieving a balance
between risk and return. If two decades ago
,risk” remained outside the boundaries of
accounting science and reporting, then in
the modern dynamic economic environment
it cannot be ignored by accounting theory
and practice. Until recently, the focus in
the preparation of financial statements
of enterprises was on their performance
and on how well managers deal with their
resources. This is still among the main
functions of the reports, but the scope
of the information presented in them is
expanding. Currently, there is a need to
include in the reports a presentation of the
risks to which the banks are exposed and
how they succeed to manage them.

Object of the research is the accounting
theory, the regulatory framework, the
traditions and practices of credit institutions
(banks) in the country and the methods
and techniques they use managing and
disclosure of the risk.

Main objective of the research project is:

A complete and in-depth study of the theory,
methodology and management of the risk
in the process of financial-accounting and
analytical-controlactivity to create amodern
system for managing risks in the activity of
commercial banks and for disclosing the risk
inthe financial statement, as a consequence
of the consistent application of accounting

standards, risk management processes and
management decisions.

By examining theoretical, methodological
and practical aspects, the study addresses
key challenges facing the banking systemin
the context of contemporary regulatory and
economic changes. It explores the growing
importance of environmental, social and
governance (ESG) issues, as well as the
automation and digitalization of business
processes of the banks. Importance of
transparency in emerging risk disclosures
is emphasized, allowing users of financial
statements to better assess the degree of
risk. The utilization of empirical data gives
credence to the conclusions.

The world has been hit by a series of crises
over the last two decades - the global
financial crisis of 2008, the European
debt crisis of 2012-2013 and the 2020
pandemic crisis caused by the spread of
the coronavirus. All of these crises have had
an impact on the economic development of
countries around the world, but inevitably
also on banking activities in many of them.
The aim of the project is to provide an in-
depth and logically coherent scientific study
on the problems of economic development
and the stability, regulation and efficiency
of the banking systems of the countries
in Central and Eastern Europe (CEE) and to
assess the relationship between economic
growth and the development of the banking
system in these countries, measured by
their technical efficiency. This study covers
the CEE countries: Bulgaria, Czech Republic,
Hungary, Poland, Romania, Estonia, Slovakia,
Slovenia, Lithuania and Latvia. It argues that
for sustainable and stable economic growth
it is necessary to maintain a stable and well-
functioning banking system, which is the
most important intermediary in the region.
Central and Eastern European countries
have coped well with the worsened economic
conditions following the global financial
crisis of 2007-2008, but are better prepared

for future crises. The banking sector, with its
stricter regulations and improved efficiency,
remains a key element in the resilience of
the economies to crises. The project has
produced one monograph and 9 publications
in academic journals, which are indexed in
globally recognised databases, including
Scopus.

Joint audit in Bulgaria - challenges

and reality

The aim of the study is to examine the
practice of applying joint financial audits
in Bulgaria and to explore stakeholder
perceptions regarding the positive and
negative aspects.

The research toolkit includes synthesis and
analysis methods, indicators for descriptive
statistics, and correlation analysis.

In an extensive literature review and
theoretical analysis of the issue, the
contemporary understanding and

application of the concept of ,joint audit,”
along with its characteristics and the
legal framework within which it is used, are
synthesized.

The research methodology includes:
- defining the study's objective;

identifying the study population and
grouping it into three categories -
supervisory institutions, auditors, and
audited entities;

- selecting a data collection tool — an online
survey;

- processing primary data using IBM's SPSS
program;

- analyzing the data.

The results of the empirical research on
the positive and negative aspects of joint
audits in Bulgarian practice indicate that
respondents support joint audits, fostering
optimism for the future of this audit type
in Bulgarian practice. At the same time, all

three categories of respondents identify
Jincreased audit costs” as the most
unfavorable component of joint audits. The
results from the three correlation analyses
reveal that each of the three respondent
categories has a unique perspective and
demonstrates different assessments and
correlations between the examined positive
and negative aspects of joint audits. In
all three respondent categories, however,
there is a strong correlation among the
specific positive aspects of joint audits,
which confirms the assumption that
enhancing each of these positive aspects
will inevitably lead to an increase in the
remaining positive aspects.

Trends in the regional development

of administrative centres of municipalities with
10,000 to 30,000 inhabitants in the Northeast
and Southeast planning regions

The main objective of the present study is to
identify the main trends and potentials for
the regional and spatial development of the
municipalities (with a population of 10,000 to
30,000 inhabitants) in the north-eastern and
south-eastern regions on the basis of the
analysis of the main processes and problems
and to outline the directions and possibilities
for the development of the Black Sea region
in Bulgaria. The subject of the study are the
administrative centers of the municipalities
with 10,000 to 30,000 inhabitants in the North-
East and South-East planning regions (Eastern
Bulgaria). The subject of the study is the
process of regional and spatial development
of the municipalities in the above-mentioned
planning regions with a population of 10,000
to 30,000. The following tasks can be derived
from the defined objective: Analysis and
assessment of the state of the municipalities
in the Bulgarian Black Sea coastal region;
Reflection on new theoretical models for
the territorial development of the Black Sea
coast, suitable for stimulating the spatial
development of the municipalitiesinthe region;
Proposals for concrete ideas for improving the
connectivity and socio-economic conditions
of the Black Sea municipalities in Bulgaria.

The limitations of the study concern the period
of the study, in which data from the National
Statistical Institute 2018 - 2020 are used. The
author's analyzes aim to characterize the
municipalities in the two planning regions
under consideration, to analyze and evaluate
the spatial, socio-economic and smart
development and also to outline the regional
inequalities in the mentioned regions. It is
important to note that the analysis of the Black
Sea municipalities includes both municipalities
with less than 10 thousand inhabitants and the
two major cities of Burgas and Varna.

The described objectives are achieved by
applying a range of approaches and methods

- interdisciplinary, territorial, geographical
and systemic approaches, geo-economic,
systemic, analytical, descriptive, cartographic,
territorial, geographical, inductive and
deductive methods, as well as causal analysis
and reference to expert opinions.

The study analyzes the urban, intellectual
and socio-economic development of the
municipalities in Eastern Bulgaria on the
basis of official statistical data. The regional
differences in the development of the studied
municipalities are measured and evaluated.
An index was applied to measure and
compare the development potential of the
studied municipalities. The study concludes
with suggestions and options for the strategic
development of the municipalities in the
analyzed regions of Bulgaria.

Development and growth of the Bulgarian
economy in the context of integration

The goal of the research is to establish the
economic, social and environmental results
(both direct and indirect) of Bulgaria's
integration into the European Union. The
study is conducted on the basis of the
systems approach - as a system thinking,
as a view from the necessary research
positions, and as a correctly placed
relationship  between dependent and
independent variables of socio-economic
development. The assessment of the
integration process is based on evaluating
the results in the three dimensions of
development - social, economic, and
environmental. The ,input-output” model is
used as the main method for gquantitative
and qualitative analysis of the results. The
World Input-Output Database was used, on
the basis of which symmetric ,input-output”
tables were constructed. In addition, for the
purposes of the analysis, FIGARO tables
were used, as well as data from Eurostat.

The scientific findings can be summarized
as follows. The relationship between the
structural changes in the economy and
economic growth has been studied. An
assessment of the state of the Bulgarian
economy is made through the elements of
the matrix (E-A): value of the determinant,
sum of the vector column elements, and

the main diagonal. The structural changes
in the economies of the EU Member States
are examined. The differences in the
development of the different regions of
Bulgaria are studied. The regquirements for
the development of the Bulgarian economy
as part of the EU economy are analyzed.
The priorities for the socio-economic

development of Bulgaria are outlined.

Analysis of inter-industrial linkages between
Bulgaria and the EU Member States using

the input-output model

The main objective of the research is to

The main tool for
conducting the research is the input-output
model, also known in practise as the balance
of inter-industry relations, in its advanced
form - the FIGARO model. This modelis used to
examine, analyse and evaluate the degree of
efficiency with which intermediate products
are consumed (through the coefficients of
direct material costs).

The implementation of the scientific research
leads to the following results:

The relevance arises from the need to
verify the dynamics of readiness to work in
regional development (public sector and
regional economy) of the students of the
specialty ,Regional Development” at UNSS

,Bachelor” and ,Master". The purpose and
tasks of scientific research are related to our
scientific research, in theoretical and practical
terms, to build students' work readiness in the
learning process.

By studying the formation of a permanent
professional orientation of students - future
administrative employees. To show the degree
of meaningfulness, maturity, change of motives
that determine the choice of profession and
their impact on mental readiness to work in
regional development. To show the students'
value system in relation to the profession of
regionalist - their conception of this profession,
their expectations of it, its evaluation and
place in their value system, the perspective
of their own professional development.
Based on the research results, conclusions,
conclusions and recommendations are given
for work at universities preparing personnel
for regional development - state (central and

local), regional enterprises and the regional
economy. All of them should serve as a basis for
further research and development, for a more
appropriate system of professional training
of future specialists in the field of regional
development. The research is carried out using
a complex of different methods to ensure and
guarantee the completeness, credibility and
objectivity of the results on the topics studied.
In accordance with the requirements for the
method of ,competent judges", an expert map
was developed, which was used in the research
activity in the presentations for the structural
model of mental readiness for administrative
work.

Synthesizing an anonymized multidimensional
dataset integrating at the individual level
demographic, personal, and financial-economic
data on financial service use

In the epoch of big data, there occurs an
observation of scarcity of datasets with
sensitive information. These data are subject
to the personal data protection legislation.
The project investigates the feasibility of
creating a multidimensional dataset that
includes personal and demographic traits,
personal and risk preferences, socioeconomic
and psychological variables, and financial
and banking data relevant to economic and
financial domains.

The goal of the research is to create a variety of
multidimensional synthetic databases. These
are data that are generated by statistical
dependencies embedded in algorithms rather
than actual observations. These arrays can be
used to train and validate models as well as
test data.

The advantages of synthetic data are the
absence of restrictions and the preservation
of interrelationships between variables. The
main disadvantages are the challenges in
generating data and the requirement for
validation. The quality of the newly created
database depends on the appropriateness of
the model used.

The study methodology includes selection of
variables and analysis of their distributions,
data dictionary and business logic creation,
selection of simulation approach, model
building, application of business logic and
removal of impossible values, data analysis
and model validation. In addition to the core
procedures stated above, a set of statistical

methodologies are applied in each section of
the study.

A comprehensive methodology and a set of
software algorithms have been developed
for synthesizing a multidimensional array of
synthetic data to provide the model. A range of
different methods for generating synthetic data
have been tested. A wide range of methods for
synthesizing and validating synthetic data has
been developed. A selection of methods and
generation of a set of synthetic information was
carried out, according to individual preferences.

Research Impact Assessment: Successful
Practices and Application Perspectives

The aim of this research project is to formulate
a realistic approach to the development of
a system of key indicators for measuring
and evaluating research impact (RI) in higher
education and research organisations. In arder
to achieve this goal, the following tasks are
envisaged, forming the content of the research
work: (1) desk study of the international
experience and specialized literature dealing
with different models and systems of key
indicators for assessing RI; (2) comparative
analysis of different conceptual models for
complex monitoring, control and evaluation
of research; (3) exploration of international
and Bulgarian practices on the application
of effective approaches and methods for
measuring and evaluating RI.

The execution of research project requires
the application of a complex methodology:
meta-analysis of scientific publications on
the topic, secondary data analysis, method of
expert assessment, method of comparative
analysis. The achieved scientific results can
be summarized in the following directions:
enrichment of the existing scientific knowledge

about the studied object; information-

analytical support to the process of evaluation
of RI. Results include study and justification of
good international practices with real potential
for transfer to the Bulgarian practice. Assessing
the complex benefits of Rl through a system of
adequate key indicators would have a direct
applied effect on policies to stimulate research
activity - both at organisational and national
level.

Investigating the level of entrepreneurial
skills of students in Bulgaria

Abstract

Undoubtedly, the development of the
modern economy is closely linked to the
establishment of a sustainable ,business-
university” relationship. In recent years,
there has been a notable increase in the
number of start-ups initiated by businesses
but created and developed within academic

environments on a global scale. This
trend necessitates an examination of
the prerequisites that accelerate the

process of academic entrepreneurship and
enhance the integration of business within
universities.

The primary objective, which was established
and achieved through three stages of

research, is to examine the applicable
competency model of entrepreneurial
attitudes among Bulgarian  students,

particularly at the University of National and
World Economy (UNWE). The aim is to assess
their level of entrepreneurial competencies
and provide recommendations for enhancing
entrepreneurial activity and skills.

During the execution of each stage, the
following project outcomes were also
considered: 1. Based on analyses from the
previous stage, which included established
scientific research and a defined set of skills
characterized as ,entrepreneurial skills,
conducted among UNWE students, results
were summarized regarding the availability of
academic entrepreneurship abilities among

the students. 2. A follow-up study of UNWE
students was conducted to validate the
findings, resulting in the development of a
methodology for interactive monitoring and
analysis of the academic entrepreneurship
abilities of UNWE students. 3. Based on the
developed methodological framework, an
interactive software product was created. The
scientific and practical outcomes achieved
can be utilized to facilitate the development
of the entrepreneurial potential of UNWE
students.

The COVID-19 pandemic as a political risk:
analysis and impact assessment

The COVID-19 pandemic rapidly challenged
not only the paradigms of political and

economic organization of societies
but also science in all its fundamental
and applied dimensions. It drastically
and profoundly altered the traditional

parameters of political risk, as well as the
balance between the different types of
political risks. Leading global consulting
firms specializing in political risk, such as
Eurasia Group, Political Risk Services Group,
World Risk Review, and others, have reported
a shift in the structure of this type of risk.
The primary aim of the project is to present
a comprehensive reassessment, from both
theoretical and applied perspectives, of
the classical concept of political risk in its
key dimensions: (1) the nature of political
risk; (2) methodological tools for analysis
and forecasting; (3) impact assessment.
The research methods employed include
modeling (both theoretical and formal),
secondary data analysis, and case studies.
The following main results were achieved: (1)
conceptualization of the COVID-19 pandemic
as a political risk; (2) identification and
modeling of the social effects of political risk,

particularly of the COVID-18 pandemic; (3)
examination of political and societal behavior
during the pandemic through the lens of
varying levels of democracy in different
societies and the different types of political
values and interests; (4) development of a
composite indicator to measure the impact
of political risk on society.

Project:

Changes in consumption after 2020
and the role of marketing communication

The project examines the impact of the
crisis that started in 2020 on consumption
and on consumer behavior and on their
changes, including long-term ones. This
is also related to the role of marketing
communications and the need they to be
developed. The aims of the research are
two: 1) to show the changes in consumer
behavior, making an attempt to outline the
long-term ones and 2) to formulate changes
needed in the management of marketing
communications.

The research methods used are an in-
depth interview and a structured online
survey. Through in-depth interviews, the
research problem was conceptualized and
the main variables were derived, and with
the help of the structured online survey,
guantitative data about the research object
were collected.

The results are interesting - the pandemic
has acted as a catalyst for changes in
consumer behavior, among the most
significant of which are accelerated
digitalization and the resulting activities,
trying new products and finding new ways
to spend free time. Shifting to sustainability,

promoting responsible action and
prioritizing trust and loyalty will be critical
to long-term success. The results will
contribute to better communication with
consumers in the conditions of changed
consumption and will create prerequisites
forimproving their protection andincreasing
the efficiency of marketing activities.

Climate change, the decline in biodiversity,
the depletion of natural resources and the
increase in environmental risks are the
biggest problems facing modern societies.
In order to ensure effective management
of these global processes, it is necessary
to rethink the economic and social models
of societies and orient them towards
minimizing climate change, saving and
renewing the planet's natural resources
and biodiversity, and taking care of the
environment. To ensure a sustainable future
for the planet, sustainable development
models must be developed that emphasize
a ,green economy’, low-carbon production
and environmentally friendly industry.

The main objective of the study is to analyze
and assess the significance, impact and
consequences of the ecological transition
challenged by the EU's efforts to ,green” the
economies of EU countries with a focus on
Bulgaria.

The nature, necessity and forms of the
greening of the economy in Bulgaria and
the EU were considered in the study. The
nature, objectives and various aspects of
the European Green Deal and its impact
on the short and long-term development
of the European economy are clarified.
The correlation between a number of

indicators of ecological transition and the
macroeconomic activity of EU countries
was examined and a number of econometric
modelsweredevelopedtoanalyzetheimpact
of ecological transition on macroeconomic
activity - for the EU as a whole, for specific
groups of countries and for Bulgaria. The
role of the circular economy and its key
principles for the successful implementation
of the green transition in the EU countries
and in Bulgaria was analyzed. The benefits of
the circular economy are systematized and
on this basis the progress of our country in
the transition to a circular model is analyzed.

Analyses and models of aerosol systems

for the improvement of the economic indicators
related to production and quality assessment

of aerosol-derived products

This multidisciplinary project is created with
the cooperation of experts in mathematics,
physics,andeconomics.Bydesign,theprimary
research goal is to study the quantitative and
qualitative change in kinematic viscosity and
mass density of aerosol systemswith alimited
volume. This main goal falls within the subject
of experimental physics, and, in addition, the
developed methods are expected to make
significant contributions to mathematics and
mathematical economics by obtaining and
analyzing analytical and numerical solutions
of nonlinear parabolic PDEs describing
diffusion phenomena, and systems from such
equations.

The research program the team has put
togetherincluded the following tasks:

1. Experimental study of appropriately
selected aerosol-disperse systems with
a limited volume: The physical parameters
of aerosols are measured in a laboratory
setting.

2. Processing the obtained experimental
results and developing a method for
estimating the mass density of aerosol-
disperse systems with a limited volume: The
measured indicators are summarized and
analyzed and methods for estimating the
mass density are developed. The methods
are subject to mathematical and econometric
interpretation.

3. Obtaining new analytical solutions of
nonlinear parabolic PDEs describing the
diffusion phenomenon: Mathematical results
are summarized and proved in the paradigm
of Partial Differential Equations.

Acomparisonbetweentherelative distribution
of the mass density aerosol phase of aero-
dispersedsystems of limited volume (aerosols
of high concentration) and the relative
distribution of the densities of some liquids
was performed within this investigation. The

array of data for the aerosols was obtained
in an experimental setup based on laser light
scattering. The collected dataforthe aerosols
are approximated with Gaussian distributions
and presented graphically. The applied
statistical analysis demonstrated a distinct
similarity between the relative distribution of
mass densities of the studied aero-dispersed
systems and that of the taken liquids.

In parallel, as a part of this project, the Simple
EquationsMethod(SEsM)was appliedto obtain
an exact solution of the nonlinear equations
of Schroedinger's type. A specific case of
SEsM was solved with 2 simple equations.

The statistical methods applied in the study
of the properties of aerosols are related to
those used in the assessment of credit risk
in the context of the International Financial
Reporting Standard, IFRS 9.

The final results have contributed to four
refereed scientific publications indexed in
Scopus.

Project:

Preparing students for the Mathematical Olympiad
as an incentive for their scientific education

at universities

The main aim of the project is to stimulate
students' cognitive interest in the
exact sciences and their ability to think
analytically, and to create the conditions
for applying research methods in specific
scientific fields by preparing them for
participation in the Mathematical Olympiad.
This is primarily an educational goal.
At the same time, the project offers the
opportunity to involve students in scientific
research and to participate in scientific
conferences.

In2022,the projectteamactively participated
in the organisation of the National Student
Olympiad in Mathematics, NSOM22, hosted
by UNWE in Ravda. The UNWE team took first
place in Category C (Business Universities)
at this forum. The following year, 2023, the
project members played a prominent role in
the selection of students for the university's
math team by organising the First University
Mathematics Competition, which has been
held annually ever since. In the same year,
the University was represented at NSOM23 in
Montana by 12 students who took first place
in Category C and were 6 medalists in the
individual competition.

The research activity of the project leads
to significant contributions to applied
mathematics and mathematical economics.

At the same time, students participate in
data processing to solve some econometric
problems. We study the expected credit risk
spread, i.e. the component of the interest
rate on a bank loan that compensates the
investorfortheestimatedriskofdefaultofthe
borrower. We impose a number of technical
assumptions that realistically reflect the
practice of banks lending to households
and show that the general interest rate is
an increasing function of the maturity of the
loan. Although this dependence may seem

somewhat counterintuitive, it is confirmed
by empirical analysis.

Another study examines the Inferred Rate
of Default (IRD) as an approximation of the
traditional Rate of Default (RD) based on
publicly available information from the
Bulgarian National Bank's quarterly reports
on credit quality. The results of two parallel
estimation approaches are reported and
compared: a hybrid ARIMA regression and
an asymptotic single risk factor model
of the Vasicek-Merton type. The general
conclusion is that the IRD is similar to the
known characteristics of the confidential
default rate and can be useful for credit risk
analysis. In addition, it has the advantage of
allowing estimation based on stale financial
information and fresh macroeconomic
forecasts in anintuitive and manageable way.

The final results have contributed to three
peer-reviewed scientific publications
indexed in Scopus and one in a journal with
animpact factor.

Scientific research has been conducted
in relation to the application of DE in the
following two areas:

1. A methodology has been developed for
applying DE to the motion of a material point
on an inclined surface. A real prototype
has been developed with three sensors, on
which the parameters of rotational bodies
with different geometries are studied.

2. The banking sector: The loss due to

non-performance of bank loans has
been investigated, using risk prediction
models and automated methods for

categorizing exposures, in compliance
with the requirements of the European
Banking Authority. The IRD indicator for
assessing the risk of default has also been
introduced, which is forecasted based on
macroeconomic factors and data from the
Bulgarian National Bank.

The results of the scientific research have
been presented at prestigious international
scientific conferences and have led to three
publications indexed in SCOPUS and Web of
Science.

Patterns and causes of food waste generation

in out-of-home dining

Food waste is a global problem that has an
impact on the entire food chain and affects
each and every one of us. The problem is
multifaceted and has a number of negative
consequences. Food waste has a negative
impact on the environment, resources, the
climate and leads to anincrease in economic
and social costs. Food security, feeding the
planet's growing population and achieving
sustainable development depend on the
ability of current generations to tackle food
waste and loss of food at every stage of the
food chain.

Research objectives and content

The aim of this project was to investigate
the patterns and causes of food waste
generation in out-of-home dining.

The fieldwork took place over 5 waves
between September 2021 and February 2024.
Methodology

This project used literature analysis, direct
observation, (online and field),
interviews and food system mapping to

surveys

identify causes, patterns and best practices
to reducing food waste.

The key findings of the project

An assessment of the state of the problem of
food waste in out-of-home dining (based on
the case of university canteens) was made

by identifying the categories of foods in
which the waste is greatest. The main factors
influencing the creation of food waste in
canteens were identified. Good practices
and possible solutions to reduce food waste
have been identified.

Digital transformation of tax management
in the business organization

The NID NI-4-2023 project, on the topic ,Digital
transformation of tax management in the
business organization", achieved significant
scientific results, corresponding to the set
goals of publishing 6 scientific publications
in publications indexed in Scopus and Web
of Science. The project, led by Assoc. Prof.
Dr. Zornitsa Yordanova, focuses on the use of
emerging technologies in the management
of tax processes in a business environment,
emphasizing the transformation of this
activity through innovation and optimization.

The main objective of the project was to
analyze the impact of emerging technologies
(such as artificial intelligence, big data and
blockchain) on the management of corporate
tax tasks and processes, maily related to
VAT management. For this purpose, main
tax challenges were identified that can
be solved through the implementation of
innovative technologies. The conducted
research provides data on the application
of technologies and their potential for
optimization of tax tasks, including the
challenges of implementing them in large
and medium-sized business organizations.
The project also included desk research,
analysis of existing technologies and their
application, as well as conducting interviews
with tax and technology specialists.

The project generated six publications, of
which five have been accepted and published

in Scopus-indexed journals, and one is under
review also in Scopus-indexed proceeding.
The topics of the publications cover key
aspects of the digital transformation of taxes
and the implementation of new technologies
in the management of tax processes and
related.

In conclusion, the achieved results provide
a basis for the development of new products
and solutions that can be useful for both
companies consulting
firms engaged in digital transformation of
management functions.

Project:

A multivariate empirical study of the
interdependencies between mortgage lending,
construction activity and residential real estate
prices in Bulgaria under conditions

of overlapping crises

The aim of the project was to compile a multi-
factor econometric model to reveal which
factors house prices maintain long-term
equilibrium, experiencing mutual influence
among themselves, as well as to show which
factors experience short-term unidirectional
influence.

As a result of the scientific research carried
out, a complex diagnostic tool was developed
to assessthe deviations of housing pricesfrom
their equilibrium levels. A total of 35 factors
were considered while fulfilling this objective.
Their interaction with house prices over an
18-year period was examined by comparing
similarities in their dynamics, performing two-
tailed causality tests, and examining their
suitability to reliably predict the behavior of
house prices. The developed econometric
model represents the culmination of the
proposed diagnostic methods.

Themodelitselfisofthe VectorErrorCorrection
Model (VECM) type. The house price index
acts as the main dependent variable in it. The
model has been successfully implemented
based on a detailed methodology. It leads to
the determination of 3 endogenous variables,
which, together with the house price index,
interact with each other and can form a long-
term equilibrium. These are average wage,
current account balance of payments
and volume of new housing loans. In short

term, 4 exogenous variables were added to the
model, which have only one-way influence
on housing prices, namely the consumer
price index, the housing rent index, the
unemployment rate and the number of
registered mortgages in the country.

Project:

The Study of measure as a basic concept

of general legal theory

The aim of the project is to examine and
derive the characteristics of the category
of measure from the perspective of the
philosophy of law and general legal theory.

The object of investigation is the legal order
or law as a system of meaning and essence,
its functioning and particularity. The subject
of the study is the concept of measure
within law as a material system from the
perspective of general legal theory.

The methodology appliedinthe development
of the problems related to the measure
results from its interdisciplinary character
and the derivation of its role in
system of meaning. A historical-analytical,

law as a

systemic and, above all, a phenomenological
approach is used.

The scientific results of the project relate
to the analysis of the characteristics of the
legal meaning expressed in the legal norm.
The legal-philosophical characteristics of
the legal measure as a concept of meaning
are clarified. Contemporary theories that
demonstrate the meaningful character
of law, such as those of Ronald Dworkin,
Michel Troper, Joseph Raz and others, will be
examined. The measure of law is emphasised
together with the concepts of the principle of
lawandtheinterestof law as a concretization
of the meaning of law.

The manifest forms of the concept are traced
on a general theoretical level using the terms
legal act, legal relationship and legal relation.
It is argued that the narrower concept is a
legal relationship and that the measure of law
is contained in the legal relationship, while the
legal relationship reflects the requirement of
order for the subjects.

It has been established that the legal
measure finds its expression in the legal-
regulatory means of law. These are the legal

positions that give expression to the legally
determined and required behaviour through
rights, duties, commands, prohibitions and
injunctions. It is defended that the norm,
although it is a central element, is not the
only element in the mechanism of legal
regulation, which points to the function of
law to measure. It is argued that the measure
of the law determines the legal meaning and
measures the legal content (determines its
nature and scope). The measure of the law
justifies the meaning and content, not just
the formal essence of the law. The measure
of the law justifies itself as an expression of
social consciousness, as a state of general
will, the objective legal order, which is derived
from the individual consciousness of the
subjects and is intended for them and which
delimits the relationship between subjects
and goods. It is defined differently in private
law and public law.

The main objective of the project was to ex-
amine the national legal framework and case
law, as well as the EU legal framework and the
case law of the Court of Justice of the EU in
the field of public procurement, concessions
and the management of state and municipal
property (public and private), as well as the
property included in the property of public
enterprises through the prism of the theory
of mixed factual compaositions in law.

The methods of analysis, syntheses, com-
parison, etc. are applied. The main outcomest
of the research include: the derivation and
the analysis of specific problems, in relation
to the mixed factual structures in the field of
public procurement, concessions and man-
agement of state and municipal property
(public and private), as well as the property
included in the property of public enterpris-
es; the derivation of common features in the

considered mixed factual compositions and
their elements; the proposition of concrete
solutions of a practical-applied nature, im-
proving the activity of public bodies and eco-
nomic operators; the systematization of leg-
islative deficits and inaccuracies in the trans-
position of EU acts and proposing legislative
changes (de lege ferenda).

Translations of legal texts and the structure
of modern Bulgarian legal language

The project ,Translations of legal texts and
the structure of the modern Bulgarian legal
language” aims to clarify the meaning of
the translations carried out in the Bulgarian
state, fromthe firsttranslations of Byzantine
texts to the construction of the modern
Bulgarian legal language in parallel with the
construction of a modern legal system in
which Bulgarians could live and work, initially
in the Ottoman Empire and finally in the
Bulgarian state after 1878. The phenomenon
of ,legallanguage”iscomplex andrefers not
only to the construction and existence of a
specialised jargon restricted to a particular
guild or professional community. It should
be closest to the legal circles themselves,
butinsofar as the law is a normative system
that is important for all legal subjects, the
language in which normativity is expressed
must be generally accessible, at least to a
certain extent.

Bulgaria failed to develop and enforce its
customary legal system, and after the
conversion the law of the Eastern Roman
Empire was fully adopted.

The new era dawned in Bulgaria together with
the reformsin the Ottoman Empire. In the legal
field, they are connected with the reception
of French law in the Ottoman Empire and in
Bulgaria, which is part of the Empire.

After the liberation, the Bulgarian legal
language was created by combining the
Bulgarian legal system with the modern
legal systems of the continent. This was

done through translations and the adoption
of modern European models.

The emerging new legallanguage in Bulgaria
also affects the translations of the old legal
texts.

The aim of the present project is to improve
the legal lexicon and language in Bulgarian
jurisprudence and legislation.

The scientific team is comprised of four
individuals holding the academic rank of
professor and five individuals holding the
rank of assistant professor, one of whomwas
a young scientist at the time of commencing
work. Additionally, six law students are
included in the team. The scientific team
comprises representatives from three
departments of the Faculty of Law at the
UNSS.

The principal objectives of the project are as
follows: 1) The project aims to provide support
for the development of legislation in Bulgaria
by participating in the analysis of proposals
and projects for changes in legislation; 2)
The project also aims to contribute to the
preparation of high-level scientific opinions
and opinions on the interpretive cases of the
Constitutional Court and Supreme Courts.
3) The scientific analysis of the impact of
the newly adopted normative acts; 4) The
reinforcement of the role of the Judiciary at
the UNSS as a principal contributor to the
legal discourse that influences the legislative
process andthe unification of judicial practice.
