Project:

Investment in a financial safety net in Bulgaria

The aim of the study is to assess the
adequacy of the financial safety net in its
two main components - deposit insurance
and investor compensation schemes - in
Bulgaria. A detailed analysis of the financial
safety net framewaork will be conducted, as
well as a survey aimed at determining the
level of awareness of the two schemes and
analyzing the adequacy of the schemes in
terms of financial intermediation in relation
to the market for deposits and investment
production. In carrying out the research, the
activities to improve financial literacy in the
country will be analyzed, as this is essential
for the knowledge of the financial safety net
and its effectiveness.

The main conclusions of the project are as
follows:

The level of development of the financial
safety net is commensurate with the level
of development of financial intermediation
- deposit insurance and investor
compensation schemes are fulfilling their
role of contributing to financial stability, as
in the cases of activation of the schemes
no problems have been identified in terms
of meeting regulatory requirements for
protection, as they successfully provide a
sufficient level of protection.

The survey carried out as part of the project
shows that the level of awareness of deposit
protectionis above average, whileinthe case
of investor compensation it can even be
stated that such a level of awareness does
not exist at all. Further research shows that
the percentage of deposits is significantly

influenced by individualism and uncertainty
avoidance, with people tending to invest
their savings in safer financial instruments
such as deposits compared to capital
market investments.

Adetailed analysis of the market for deposits
and the market for investment products
shows that the dynamics of deposits and
investment products are to some extent
determined by the level of protection of the
financial safety net for the period 2013-2023.

The Covid 18 pandemic, despite the
temporary deterioration of the profitability
indicator, has not had a significant impact
on the Bulgarian banking system in terms of
bank stability and does not prove the need
for changes to the financial safety net.

The project examines the impact of recent
exogenous shocks - specifically the
COVID-19 pandemic and the war in Ukraine on
the economy and finances of non-financial
enterprises in Bulgaria, within the context
of digital transformation. It aims to analyze
changes in key indicators such as liquidity,
profitability, indebtedness, productivity, and
industrial turnover, while identifying major
risks and management instruments.

Using documentary and comparative
analysis, empirical research methods, and
modelling, the study assesses how these
crises have affected various economic
sectors. The findings support evidence-
based policy-making and business
strategy, contribute to academic research
in economics and management, and foster
sustainable digital economic development.
Selected results are published in

internationally indexed journals and applied
in the analytical work of the Bulgarian
Chamber of Commerce and Industry.

Financial statements of public sector entities
in the Republic of Bulgaria under the terms
of the Conceptual framework for financial
reporting in the public sector

The aim of the scientific project is to justify
the necessity of applying the Conceptual
Framework for Financial Reporting in the
Public Sector and the International Public
Sector Accounting Standards (IPSAS) in the
public sector of the Republic of Bulgaria,
through an examination of their theoretical
and practical implementation and the
effects of preparing and presenting IPSAS-
based financial statements.

The research employs systemic, historical
and logical approaches, as well as inductive
and deductive methods, observation,
comparison, analysis and analogy.

The most significant scientific and applied
results achieved in the study are as follows:

- The key role of the Conceptual Framework
and IPSAS in preparing and presenting
general-purpose financial statements in
the public sector has been substantiated.

- The main challenges to European
accounting harmonisation in the
public sector, and their impact on the
transparency and reliability of accounting
information in financial statements, have
been analysed.

- The expected effects of appluying a
standardised financial reporting model

to the national public sector accounting
system have been systematised.

These results have been published in
seven scientific journal papers indexed in
international academic research databases,
as well as in a conference proceedings
volume indexed in Web of Science. The project
results were presented and validated at five
international scientific conferences, three of
which were held abroad and two in Bulgaria.

State and civil Society: Transforming
Non-Market Failures and Generating

Public Value

The project is the sixth consecutive study
that complements and develops thearetical
and scientific-applied knowledge about the
market transformation of the socio-cultural
sphere in the country through the prism
of the theory of market and non-market
defects.

The main objective of the study is to
outline the potential of the non-market
sector to increase public value. This can
be achieved by (1) limiting the non-market
defects inherent in the state and civil
sectors, (2) expanding the scope and forms
of cooperation, which requires clarifying the
new functional role of the two sectors, and
(3) achieving an effective balance in the field
of good governance.

Content and results: By identifying
and examining the defects inherent in the
non-market sector, the study proves the
hypothesis that the transformation of non-
market defects into public value is possible
in the field of 'good governance" and in
achieving an equilibrium balance in a broad
and complex spectrum of compensatory,
remedial, and general interactions between
the main social systems involved. Based on
a critical analysis and synthesis of literature
sources and data from sectoral, national, and
international studies, the research focuses
on the interaction between the state and the

civil sector and maps general and specific
mechanisms implicit in the non-market sector
for increasing public value: based on trust,
legitimacy, transparency, accountability,
decentralization,  equality,  accessibility,
cooperation, and partnership.

The
project contributes to enhancing the quality
of higher education and strengthens the
connection between university training
and labor market requirements in line with
UNWE's strategic research priorities.

The project resulted in the development
and testing of an integrative model for self-
assessment and development of students'
soft skills, which can be applied within the
educational process at the Bachelor's and
Master's degree levels. The model enables
students to identify their strengths and
areas for improvement, while also serving as
a tool for teachers to assess and encourage
personal development.

An empirical study was conducted among
representatives of the public and private
sectors, outlining the main expectations
of employers toward graduating students.
The most valued soft skills include effective

communication, teamwork, adaptability,
time management, problem solving, ethics,
and professional conduct. The results
confirm the need for these competencies
to be purposefully developed during the

course of study.

In summary, the project achieves synergy

between scientific knowledge and its
practical application in the context of
contemporary challenges in the labor

market. The developed model andresults can
be used to improve the quality of university
education and to enhance the professional
adaptation and competitiveness of UNWE

graduates.

Preparation of a spatial analysis

of the regional possibilities

on the territory of the Republic

of Bulgaria for the strategic localization

of industrial zones

The main objective of the current scientific
project, which spans three years andis being
carried out by a team of researchers from
the Department of Regional Development
at UNWE, is to develop a scientifically
grounded and practically applicable
strategic system for determining locations
for the construction of industrial zones
near the regional centres in Bulgaria. The
analysis aims to specify their number, area,
specialisation, and infrastructure, with a view
to attracting foreign investment to Bulgaria.

The objective is being pursued in two stages,
through analysis and assessment of key
trends in regional science and practice:

of the concept of
reindustrialisation of the EU economy and
its regulatory and institutional support in
Bulgaria;

- the forthcoming reform of the regional
system in the country, which urgently
needs to be resolved by the end of 2025.

- the development

In the first stage, several tasks were
completed, mainly theoretical in nature, but
it was confirmed that the results achieved
are significant and relevant. The team
successfully fulfilled Specific Objective 1
creating conditions for attracting industrial
production to the Republic of Bulgaria.

During the second stage, the research team
focused on achieving Specific Objective
2: shaping a comprehensive vision for
the executive branch of the Republic of

Bulgaria regarding industrial zone policy
and generating new knowledge for planning,
designing, and developing modern industrial
infrastructure to serve the needs of the
European concept for regional intelligent
specialisation of the territory.

Inthe context of expert debates onthe nature
of territorial reform in the country, attention
was given to the key conditions for creating
equal opportunities for the new Bulgarian
regions to increase their competitiveness
and overcome regional imbalances in their
development.

This project aims to definitively clarify the
genesis of branding and to complement
the previous project GENESIS AND

ON BRANDING. The project proposes a
comprehensive study of the genesis and
evolution of branding, including:

1. Research on seals and trademarks from
the Neolithic and Chalcolithic periods
(-7 thousand years ago) in the Balkans
and Europe (as the cradle of one of the
most ancient civilizations) from a branding
perspective.

2.Trackingtheemergence of ancientsymbols
and seals and analyzing their functions—
from ritual and social to economic, including
the emergence of the first maker's marks.

Project:

Empirical experiments to identify specific
behavioral manifestations in business

and economics

The study of individual behavioral
characteristics in the field of management
acquires new value in light of the increasing
complexityandrapidchangesinthebusiness
environment. Within the framework of the
study, a series of empirical experiments
were conducted in increasingly complex
methodological settings (surveys, gamified
surveys, real-time laboratory experiments,
longitudinal laboratory experiments), to
study behavioral manifestations and analyze
the experimental results with appropriate
statistical algorithmic apparatus.

The following tasks have been completed:

Theoretical overview of  behavioral
manifestations related to individual
decision-making in various contexts from
an economic and social perspective.

The study includes a review of existing
methodologies and the development
of two new methodologies for studying
behavioral manifestations - with a
focus on laboratory experiments. These
methodologies allow for more efficient and
accurate study of behavioral phenomena.
The first methodology uses heart rate
variability (HRV) in stressful situations.
The second uses electroencephalogram
as a basic and objective measure of the
emotional reaction to risk-taking. New
statistical tools have been developed for
the purposes of data analysis.

Testing the proposed methodologies,
along with necessary improvements and
defined limitations.

Methods used

Mass surveys: Developed guestionnaires
and surveys of a significant number
of respondents on key behavioral
manifestations. In  addition, gamified
scenarioswere added, creating animmersive

dynamic environment in which participants
develop solutions in different contexts.
Laboratory experiments: Conducting risky
or stressful situations: realistic enough to
provoke a significant emotional and cognitive
response from the participants. The
scenarios include economic decisions and
social interactions. To record the responses,
EEG and HRV Holter were used to monitor
and record physiological responses of the
participants during risky situations. This
allows us to identify specific physiclogical
modes that are activated during decision-
making and emotional stress.

Machine learning processing: The
physiologicalandsociologicaldatacollected
in this way are analyzed using developed
models that identify key brain and heart
waves and characteristics associated with
risky behavior and motivation for personal
performance. This includes analyzing the
interactions between various factors, such
as emotional reactions, temporal dynamics
of decision-making, and adaptation to
changing conditions.

Database for the calculation of an index
to measure the propensity to trade in illegal

tobacco products

The main objective of the projectis to develop
and maintain a database for calculating the
Illicit Tobacco Trade Intensity Indicator (ITTPI).
The database and the ITTPI will be open-
access and updated annually, aiming to
support policies for countering smuggling
and Illicit Tobacco Trade (ITT).

The methodology used for assessing ITT,
which is a hidden (latent) phenomenon, is
the Multiple Indicator Multiple Cause (MIMIC)
model - a structural equation modeling
technique. The analysis covers 247 NUTS2
regions in the EU27 harmonized according to
the NUTS2024 classification.

The Causes influencing the ITTPI are: the
Price Burden Index (cigarette affordability
relative to income), the Corruption Perception
Index, the Unemployment Rate, the Volume of
Freight Transport, and the External EU Border.

The Indicators reflecting the ITTPI are: the Tax
Revenue Gap (in %) compared to expected
revenue, and the Number of Robberies per
100 thousand inhabitants.

The ©crises from 2020-2022 strongly
influenced the data, which is why this period
was excluded, and data for 2018-2020 and
2022-2024 were used.

The created database and model include
data from Eurostat, the EC Tax Database, the
World Health Organization, the EU Quality of
Government Index, and others. In the future,
the data and the model used will be tested

and improved with the addition of data from
the Eurobarometer and other established
sources.

The approach used, the model, and the
database allow for the simulation of
conditions for illicit tobacco trade and serve
as a powerful tool, a roadmap, for planning
policies to combat this phenomenon.

The MIMIC Model ITTPI is not just research - it
is a ROADMAP for effective governance and a
necessary tool for any institution determined
to put an end to illicit trade!

The Apostles and the Apostolate
as a Model of Political Leadership

The main objective of the project is to reveal
the nature of the apostolate and the objective
reasons for this phenomenon, as well as
the personal qualities of the apostles, using
them as examples of political leadership.
The political apostolate represents the most
effective form of civilizational leadership
in the history of the Bulgarian state. The
first apostolic generation spread Christian
civilization in Bulgaria, enriching the value
system and enhancing the capahilities of the
state elite to create the third written civilization
in Europe - the Old Bulgarian. During the
Renaissance, political apostles carried the
modern European value system, enabling the
builders of the third Bulgarian state to make it a
leader in the Balkans for a quarter of a century.
After a period of contradictory development, on
September 8, 1944, a new apostolic generation
came to power in Bulgaria. This generation
undertook extensive modernization efforts, and
Bulgaria joined the group of medium-developed
industrial countries, reaching 27th place in the
world according to the Human Development
Index. This model of historical development
exhausted its potential by the mid-1970s, and
by the late 1980s, a natural change occurred
in the socio-political and economic structure
of the country. Unfortunately, the
of this social transformation led Bulgaria
to the unenviable position of an outsider in
the European Union, which it joined in 2007
Currently, Bulgaria ranks last in the EU in terms
of economic and socio-palitical indicators
and has fallen out of the group of medium-
developed industrial countries, now ranking
B0th in the world according to the Human
Development Index.

results

One of the most important reasons for the
failures in social transformation is the lack of
political apostolate during the transition to

a new type of socio-economic development.
This makes the topic of political apostolate
both relevant and significant. Studying the
apostolic political tradition will revive styles
of political thinking and statesmanship that
can enable the Bulgarian intelligentsia to
restore the upward development of society
and the state in the 21st century.

The methodological basis of the study is a
materialistic understanding of the historical
process. The project employs methods from
political science, history, and sociology.
The following results have been achieved:
clarification of the concepts of apostolate and
apostles; revealing the essence of the activists
of the Giurgiu Revolutionary Committee and
their differences in ideology and personal
qualities compared to local revolutionary
activists; highlighting emblematic personalities
from the period of the struggle against fascism
whaose activities exemplify leadership; and
defining the role of the struggle between
the "left" and the "right" in the unsuccessful
implementation of social transformation in
Bulgaria after November 10, 1989.

as a survey and in-depth interview. As a result
of the research, 7 articles and studies were
published (two of which in journals indexed
in primary databases) in a total volume of 130
standard pages. The publications present:

- the ideological foundations of the FMIP in
their connection with the views on Bulgaria
and the world of the founder of the Free
University, Stefan S. Bobchev (who is
considered the founder of the Bulgarian
school of international relations and
diplomacy);

- institutional aspects of the development of
the departments in the faculty, historically
and in their contemporary developments;

- various aspects of the development of
teaching and education in the university
programs within the FIEP as part of the
development and transformations of the
faculty.

Payments in International Trade -

Trends and Perspectives

The main objective of the project is to
identify and assess contemporary trends
in international payments by analyzing
the complex interactions among political,
technological, and regulatory factors that
influence them.

The object of the project is international
payments as a structural element of the
global financial system. The subject focuses
on the dynamics of currencies and systems
used for international payments, the role
of the fintech industry, and the impact of
the regulatory framework on cross-border
financial flows.

The main conclusions of the project
indicate that international payments are
undergoing accelerated transformation.
Technological progress and the fintech
industry are creating new models and
tools that challenge traditional banks while
expanding opportunities for businesses and
consumers. Political risks and sanctions
are becoming increasingly important and
directly affect international trade. The
European Union is emerging as an example
of successfulintegration betweeninnovation
and regulatory stability, and Bulgaria, as a
member, is subject to the same standards
and development processes.

The study concludes that the future of
international payments will result from a
complex interplay of political decisions,
technological innovations, and regulatory
frameworks. An interdisciplinary approach
is necessary to understand and manage
these processes, as changes in one element
affect the entire system. The project provides
an analytical framework that combines
theoretical and empirical analysis and offers
recommendations for both the scientific
community and practitioners.

Development of hybrid English for Specific
Purposes courses at UNWE

New technologies and teaching approaches
have led to the emergence of new modes
of learning that allow for a more thorough
educational process and the possibility
of alternative learning. There is a need to
implement online and hybrid modes of
learning, using their advantages to optimise
language training and its effectiveness. At
the same time, there is a lack of practice,
scientific research and surveys on hybrid
courses in English for Special Purposes
(ESP).

Therefore, the aim of the project was
to develop hybrid ESP courses in the
field of economics and socio-political
sciences in order to offer modern and
high-performance training in specialised
English at the UNWE.

A survey was conducted with 240 students
and 34 lecturers from the UNWE and 33
lecturers from ltaly to study the attitudes
and needs of learners, as well as the views
of faculty. Banks of specialised educational
resources and authentic materials for
lecturers and students were prepared.
They are aimed both for instruction and
assessment. Criteria for a hybrid courses
syllabus were developed and a syllabus
was prepared for the needs of UNWE.
The results of the project research were

popularised through 4 publications in
primary world scientific databases and
3 in secondary ones, as well as through
participation in 3 scientific forums. The
projectteamcontributedtothe development
of scientific thought in the field, as well as
to the improvement of the practice in ESP
training. The scientific and applied results
can be used not only by UNWE, but also by
any HEI or other educational institution in
the country and worldwide.

Trends and prospects for the development
of Bulgarian teachers' digital competences

The aim of the research is to examine the
preparation and qualification of Bulgarian
teachers regarding the development,
enhancement, and improvement of their
digital competences.

Official the European
Union and other international organizations
that define the concepts of ‘'digital
competences' and ‘'digital competences
of the teacher" were analyzed to establish
the main concept. Curricula were
reviewed and analyzed for the mandatory
discipline "Information and Communication
Technologies in Education and Work in a
Digital Environment," as required by the
Regulation on the State Requirements
for Acquiring a Professional Qualification
"Teacher," in bachelor's programs for
future teachers at universities and in one-
year specialization courses for obtaining
a professional qualification as a teacher.
Qualification programs for pedagogical
specialists, approved by the Ministry of
Education and Science and listed in the
Information Register under Art. 229(1) of the
Law on Preschool and School Education,
aimed at improving digital competences,
were also examined. An empirical study was
conducted among teachers to assess their

documents from

digital competences and the methods used
to acquire, enhance, and improve them.

journals with an impact factor.

Exploring the possibilities of applying
mathematical modeling methods
in economics and social sciences

The objective of the research project is
to study various mathematical models,
including those from economics and
social sciences, by applying methods of
applied mathematics. The project also
aims to familiarize participating students
and doctoral candidates with different
approaches to investigating mathematical
problems in a real research environment.
This experience is in-tended to support
their future professional development
and potential careers in academic and
educational fields.

Inaccordance with the requirements of the
project sponsaor, the scientific results must
be report-ed and published in specialized
scientific journals indexed in Scopus and
Web of Science.

The research produced both
methodological results and results
from applying the "Method of the Simple
Equation" to obtain exact solutions of
nonlinear differential equations.

The methodological results
the inclusion of nonlocal nonlinear
effects, reflecting the influence of
spatial interactions characteristic of
real economic and social systems. The
nonlocal terms in the reaction-diffusion
equations adapt the model to better
describe interactions between two or
more species, where the interaction may
be either competitive or cooperative.

By applying the "Method of the Simple
Equation," traveling wave-type solutions
were obtained for the model equations,
describing the propagation of a population
within the studied spatial domain. The
presence of nonlocal terms and diffusion
in the equations increases the complexity
of the exact solutions obtained.

The results have been presented at
international conferences, and three
publications have al-ready appeared
in journals indexed in Scopus (Springer
Proceedings in Mathematics & Statis-tics).

Research and development of a conceptual
model for establishing an ,,Academic
Innovation-Based Incubator®

The importance of innovations for
corporate competitiveness and global
economic growth is great. This has made
them one of the most important and
attractive research objects over the past
10 years. Increasing importance is given to
the approachto stimulating and motivating
innovations and the innovation process
by creating an appropriate (resource
and materially secured) environment for
generating and developing innovations.
Incubators are an important element
of the external business environment.
They support the launch of innovative
enterprises or increase the innovative
potential of already existing enterprises.
World practice shows that they are built,
carry out their activities and are owned
by different types of organizations -
universities, consulting organizations,
specialized municipal or state structures,
etc.

Based on a number of publications on
the topic, made by the research team,
it is studied how innovation approaches
(the approach to promoting research
and development) are applied (or can be
applied, if not yet applied) in constructing
thenextgenerationofbusinessincubators,
the so-called innovation-based business
incubators. Through a literature review
on the problems of business incubators,
innovation incubators and those
positioned in an academic environment,

world examples have been identified. Good
results of their activities, their structure,
offered services and other specific
features have been studied. A regional
analysis has been made on key indicators
fromthe fundamental analysis atthe NUTS
2 levelin Bulgaria. Through it, the potential
for creating innovation-based incubators
has been determined. Promising highly
innovative economic activities in which
these incubators can be useful have been
identified.

The Use of Sewage Sludge
from Wastewater Treatment Plants -

Farmers’ Attitudes

The project explores the potential for the
sustainable utilization of sewage sludge
generated by wastewater treatment plants
(WWTPs) in agricultural practices in Bulgaria.
The issue of sewage sludge management
is of increasing
European Union’'s environmental and circular

importance within the

economy policies, aiming to transform waste
into valuable resources while minimizing
environmental risks.

Sewage sludge, represents the solid organic
fraction separated from wastewater during
sedimentation and subsequent treatment
of domestic and industrial effluents. Rich
in  nitrogen, phosphorus,
microelements, it can serve as a valuable
soil amendment that improves soil fertility
and contributes to
agricultural production.

The project was implemented in two main
stages, each addressing key scientific and
practical objectives:

Stage | - Utilization of sewage sludge in
agriculture in the EU and Bulgaria

A comprehensive review was conducted
of the current legislative and regulatory
framework governing the use of WWTP
sludge in agriculture in Bulgaria;

A comparative analysis examined best
practices and implementation approaches
in EU member states versus Bulgaria,
identifying barriers and opportunities for
effective sludge management and reuse.

Stage Il - Farmers’ attitudes towards the use
of sewage sludge as an alternative nutrient
source

A research methodology was developed,
followed by an empirical survey among
107 agricultural producers to assess their
awareness, perceptions, and attitudes
toward the use of WWTP sludge as an
alternative fertilization source;

Key factorsinfluencing farmers’ willingness
to adopt sludge-based
practices were identified;

Opportunitieswere proposedforenhancing
stakeholder awareness and promoting
the safe, efficient, and environmentally
responsible use of sewage sludge in
Bulgarian agriculture.

The findings contribute to the broader
objectivesof sustainablewaste management,
nutrient recovery, and circular economy
principles within the agricultural sector,
supporting evidence-based policymaking
and practical implementation strategies in
Bulgaria and across the EU.

Open innovation in the era

of artificial intelligence

The project examines the intersection of
open innovation and artificial intelligence
(Al), aiming to identify how Al transforms
collaboration, idea generation, and value co-
creation mechanisms among organisations,
startups, academic institutions, and end-
users. The study focuses on open innovation
as a cross-sector knowledge exchange
process, while the subject addresses the
tools, models, and organisational practices
through which Al influences, enhances, or
transforms open innovation processes and
outcomes.

The
approach, including bibliometric analysis of
publications indexed in Scopus and Web of
Science (using VOSviewer and Bibliometrix),
in-depth interviews with experts from five
continents, content analysis, surveys,
observations, and case studies. Several
empirical studies were conducted within

research uses a mixed-method

the project: Al-enabled open innovation
practices in industrial contexts; open
innovation in incubators and innovation

ecosystems  (with  respondents  from
Europe, Africa, and Asia); the use of Al in
employer branding management; and the
transformation of executive leadership skills

in the age of Al.

The project concludes with nine scientific
publications, three of which are already
publishedin Scopus/Web of Science indexed
outlets, and three others are accepted for
publication with forthcoming indexing in
Scopus/Web of Science. Project results have
been presented at scientific conferences
in Bulgaria, Greece, Ghana, Thailand, and

Denmark, and have been discussed with
globally recognized scholars in the field as
part of a specialized publication linked to
the Academy of Management 2025.

Additional outcomes include publications on
Al and employer branding as a mechanism
for organizational open innovation,
technologicaland openinnovationin cultural
institutions, and Al-driven leadership as a
foundational factor for innovation scaling.
The project contributes new knowledge on
how Al accelerates innovation, reshapes
business models, and requires new ethical
and strategic frameworks. Most importantly,
it expands the scientific literature in the field
of open innovation, demonstrating that Al
fundamentally transforms its theory and
practice, with effects that will continue to
redefine its application.
