“European Business and Finance”


On September, 27th, 2007, UNWE acquired an official four-year accreditation of Joint Programme for Master of Sciences on European Business and Finance with The Nottingham Trent University – United Kingdom.


In September 2009 the Programme was revalidated for a new period of three years.


The main themes of the Joint Master`s Degree Programme between UNWE and Nottingham Trent University are The European Business and Finance at operational and strategic level. 

During their education students have the unique opportunity to be in touch with the diversity European academic environment, cultures and languages.

Joint Master`s Degree Programme on European Business and Finance between UNWE and Nottingham Trent University – United Kingdom has 2 years period of education.

Characteristic of Education in Joint Programme for Master of Sciences on European Business and Finance between UNWE and Nottingham Trent University
1. First Academic Year
During the first academic year the education is conducted at the UNWE – Sofia. In this period students study disciplines related to the business functioning – Finance, Human Resources Management and Marketing. In particular, the modules studied in the first academic year are International Finance, Financial Risk Management, European Management of Human Resources, International Marketing, Understanding of International and European Business Environment, European Managing Accountancy, International and European Business Law, etc.
2. Second Academic Year
During the first semester of the second academic year the education is conducted at the Nottingham Trent University – United Kingdom in accordance with the approved academic plan at this university. In this period students have the opportunity to educate on disciplines related to the functioning of business at strategic level. It gives the students a chance to get acquainted with the practice in the field of strategic management in United Kingdom and USA and to do some comparative researches.
During the second semester of the second academic year students realize their internship before the graduation and they work out and defend Master`s thesis. Students carry out their practical internship at the company in a European country by choice approved by the Managing body of the Programme. Student`s choice is related to the particular research issue and the preparation of Master`s thesis.
Results of Education in Joint Programme for Master of Sciences on European Business and Finance between UNWE and Nottingham Trent University 
Students in the Joint Master`s Degree Programme on European Business and Finance between UNWE and Nottingham Trent University – United Kingdom acquire the following theoretical knowledge and practical skills:
1. Critical and analytical approach to the state and development of business organizations and finance in European context 
2. Understanding and ability to analyze independently the new modern issues of the business, finance and management of business organizations into the enlarged European Union  
3. Expansion of the knowledge potential and development of adequate competence and skills about the theoretical conceptions in the field of management, finance, operating and organization of enterprises in European context 
4. Profound understanding of cross culturing issues in the diversity European business environment  by providing the students to educate in more than one country and to carry out their practical internship before the graduation in a European country by choice  
5. Opportunity of students to continue their academic and professional career in the field of European business and finance 
6. Improvement of the language skills of students by providing for them an education on foreign languages 
The Programme graduates can work as: specialists and experts in the field of national and international business, national and global financial system, at the corporative companies, financial and non-financial institutions, international financial organizations, multi-national corporations, the central and local administration bodies, etc.
The Programme graduates receive diplomas for acquisition of Educational Qualification Degree of Master of Sciences from both universities - UNWE and Nottingham Trent University – United Kingdom.
The education in the Joint Master`s Degree Programme on European Business and Finance between UNWE and Nottingham Trent University is equivalent to the education for Master of Sciences in United Kingdom.

· To have a Diploma of Bachelor or Master of Sciences from a legitimate university;
· To have written and spoken English language skills.
