Unequality distribution of wealth in Bulgaria

1990 - 2018

The scientific study examines the inequality
inwealth distribution in Bulgaria in the period
18990-2018. Wealth was assessed using
aggregated data on wealth components,
some of the components being calculated
by capitalization of capital income. The
distribution of wealth was estimated and
evaluated. Econometric and descriptive
analyzes were carried out and the main
determinants of wealth and its concentration
were derived. Possible policy measures to
combat wealth concentration are outlined.
At the end of the period, the mean and
median wealth per adult was €40,645 and
€171,158 in purchasing power parity terms
and €13,108 and €196 in nominal terms

55.198 in nominal terms. In the reporting
period, the top and poorer half of households
owned less than 5.1% of net wealth on
average, while the top decile and the top
one percent owned 65.3% and 10.6% of total
net wealth respectively. The Gini coefficient
of wealth in this period is between 0.60 and
0.81. Tangible assets, especially residential
property, account for the largest share of
wealthaccumulation.Interestrates, pricesfor
residential real estate and agricultural land,
the rate of change in GDP and the inflation
rate are just some of the determinants of
wealth distribution. An econometric analysis
of selected determinants of wealth and
inequality
was carried out, the results of which largely
confirm the conclusions for Bulgaria.

Project:

Development of online higher education -
perspectives of students, teachers

and management

The project aims to examine the experience
of UNSS and Bulgarian universities in online
education acquired under the conditions
of the Covid-19 pandemic (2020-2022).
Achieving the goal implies:
Exploring the experiences of students and
teachers in online teaching at universities.
The first empirical study in Bulgaria on
the experiences of students in online
classrooms was conducted with the author's
design and methodology (first field - March
2020, second - June 2020). The teaching
experiences with a focus on the application
of innovative forms of teaching in an online

As this first educational
policy experiment also developed in the
context of the process of digitalization

and the digitalization of education in
general, the current project conducted a
complex investigation of digitalization and
digitalization policy and specifically the
Luniversal digitalization of higher education”

through content and terminological analysis

of programme booklets and strategic
documents, social listening and GAP
analysis.

The implementation of the project resulted
in: an approved complex methodology for
the study of online education; a database
on students’ and lecturers’ attitudes towards
online education; innovative forms of online
teaching; documents reflecting the policy for
the development of digitization and artificial
intelligence. Recommendations for the
development of university online education
were developed, both from the methodological
perspective of teachers and students and
from the perspective of organisation and
management as well as legislation.

Project:

A communal model for a self-sustaining

modern barter system

This study is an attempt to create a
concept for a model of a self-sufficient
modern barter system (MBES) in Bulgaria.
The abstract-theoretical justification for
the logical thinking is combined with the
practical approach for the implementation
of the ideas in today’s Bulgarian reality. The
subject is the MBES as a formal concept
representingtheintersectionsintheworld of
many different complementary currencies
based together with a consciously defined
monetary concept: “private
money” (PNBM). Complementary currencies
are preferably studied as a social fact
rather than a financial phenomenaon. The
subject is the conceptual model of self-
sustainability. The aim is to find a way for
the successful application of the model by
the Bulgarian local government, and the
money is defined as “tax money”. The two
concepts are theoretically identical, but in
practice “fiscal money” is a special form of
PNBM because of the issuer.

non-bank

The project comprises three parts. The first
part is the theory. The second part is the
application of the theory. The third part is
the development of research by creating
a comprehensive research program and
an appropriate educational program. A
learning game is developed as a tool to

better understand the model and gain new
insights. The need for a private non-bank
money system in Bulgaria is justified. It
is based not only on rational reciprocal

Methodology and methods for research
and analysis of the audit services market
in the Republic of Bulgaria

The aim of the research within the scientific
project is to develop a model of regulatory
impact and a methodology for monitoring
the market for audit services in Bulgaria,
including a system of indicators for
regular monitoring and evaluation, based
on the analysis of basic theoretical and
methodological assumptions and the
conduct of practical market research in
the field of audit services. The methods
used are tailored to the subject of the
study and include a systematic approach,
comparative analysis, literature review,
analysis and synthesis, survey method,
statistical analysis methods, quantitative
approaches, etc.

The result of the scientific research
is reflected in a collective monograph
divided into four sections. The scientific
achievements of the conducted project
include identifying the main characteristics
of the audit services market, conducting
a literature review, analyzing the
legal requirements for conducting an
independent financial audit and non-audit
services, and a study of the motivation of
company’s subject to a financial audit to
choose a registered auditor.

The scientific and applied results made
it possible to establish a methodological
toolkit for measuring and analyzing
the concentration of the audit services

market and its specific measurement; the
determination of remuneration and its
control; the analysis of available resources
through an organized system of coefficients;
the development of a system of indicators for
the ongoing monitaring of the audit services
market, the model of supervisory impact and
the methodology for monitoring the audit
services market.

4. The possibilities of applying a modern
management accounting model within the
framework of the “Theory of Constraints” are
explored.

5. The problems associated with the
application of  modern management
accounting models are examined and ways
to mitigate them are identified.

Issues and Challenges of Fiscal Policy in the Balkan

Region Countries

The aim of the research project is to examine
the problems and challenges of tax policy
in the countries of the Balkan region. In this
context, the national experiences with fiscal
governance in the period 2004-2020 were
examined in a comparative perspective
covering the years before, during and after the
global financial and economic crisis and the
first pandemic year 2020. Although the focus
of the study is not on a detailed examination of
fiscal practice, the analysis draws on a number
of concrete examples to outline the positive
and negative sides of the implemented fiscal
reforms and the consequences of the non-
implemented reforms. The methods of analysis
and synthesis, induction and deduction,
descriptive analysis, comparative analysis,
cluster analysis, cointegration analysis and
econometric modeling are used to achieve
the objective of the project. The study covers
the following countries: Bulgaria, Greece,
Serbia, Romania, Cyprus, North Macedonia,
Montenegro, Croatia, Albania, Kosovo, Bosnia
and Herzegovina, Slovenia and Turkey.

The most important results of the study:

- A comparative analysis of the Balkan
countries in the period 2004-2020 was
carried out using basic macroeconomic
indicators as well as demographic and social
indicatars, and the impartance of a number of
factors that have a direct and indirect impact
on fiscal management and the stability of
public finances in the respective country was
identified.

- The impact on the structure of budgetary
expenditure of the reforms carried out to
achieve certain socio-economic objectives
was highlighted and the problems of public
expenditure management were outlined,
identifying the circumstances that will
continue to have a decisive impact on the
size of some groups of expenditure.

- The characteristic features of the tax
systems of the Balkan countries were

systematized based on an overview of the tax
reforms implemented in the last two decades
and their driving forces. The impact of the tax
burden and changes in the tax structure on
economic growth were identified.

- The state of the debt burden was assessed
and the differences and similarities between
the Balkan countries in terms of debt
sustainability were highlighted.

- The challenges for fiscal policy, public
spending and public debt managementin the
countries of the Balkan region were identified.

The results of the research conducted by the
project team are presented in one published
monographic work, 2 articles in scientific
journals referenced and indexed in world-
renowned databases of scientific information
(Scopus)and1Qarticlesandreports published
in scientific publications and presented in
other international databases.

Project:

Risk of the independent valuer in the valuation of
companies, real estate, machinery and equipment,
intellectual and industrial property

The starting point of this investigation is the
definition of a valuation contained in the
law on independent experts. The analysis
shows that this definition has shortcomings
and considers the valuation as a product. In
contrast, we define valuation as a thought
process with a series of stages, using Bloom's
taxonomy. We use the quality of the definition
as a starting point, which then determines
the nature and content of the defined object.
All scientific classifications, subdivisions,
generalizations and comprehensive scientific
theories depend on how one or another
concept is defined.

Definitions are an effective means of acquiring
new knowledge. Once the initial concepts are
defined, further concepts are defined within
the same theoretical framework, which means
that new knowledge is generated.

On this basis, we developed the concept
of rater risk. The research started with a
literature review of authors dealing with risk
and valuation. Among them are six Nobel
Prize winners in economics (a fact that not
every science or field of economics can
be proud of) as well as many prominent
and established economists. No one has
yet defined or considered the risk of the
valuer. Introducing the concept of appraiser
risk requires a definition. Therefore, we
define appraiser risk as the probability
that the appraiser will make an incorrect or
inaccurate statement in his or her valuation
of a particular property. The definition
of appraiser risk has brought a new risk
culture to the valuation business. We have

introduced concepts such as an appraiser
risk indicator, appraiser risk profile, risk
appetite measurement and the appraiser
risk model. Our work continued by expanding
the definition and transforming appraiser
risk into a concept that we applied to the
construction of models in various appraisal
areas - real estate, plant and equipment,
intellectual  and industrial  property,
corporate and accounts receivable. In
doing so, we laid the foundation for the
concept of appraisal risk and opened up the
possibility of its further development. We
carried out a proof of concept of appraisal
risk, which was accepted without objection.
We are convinced that this development
will strengthen trust in valuers and their
valuations and will benefit both valuers and
society as a whole.

In practical terms, the results of the project

Improving critical infrastructure security
through the application of behavioural

analysis

In today's society, critical infrastructure is
of paramount importance for the effective
functioning of the economic, political and
saocial aspects of a country's development.
The relevance of the topics under study
arises from the increasing threats and
risks to the security of national critical
infrastructures and the constant search for
new tools to neutralize them.

The scientific research aims to study and
analyze monitoring programs based on
behavioral analysis, to define their role in
improving the security of the national critical
infrastructure and to make proposals for their
introduction on the territory of the Republic
of Bulgaria.

The main results of the conducted scientific
research are divided into two categories:

Scientific results - the research team
analyzes the importance of critical
infrastructures for the normal functioning
of societies. Various challenges (threats,
risks and vulnerable sectors) are also
presented. In addition, the research
highlights  the positive impact of
behavioral analysis in addressing critical
infrastructure challenges.

Applied findings - the team conducts a
PESTLE analysis of critical infrastructure,
identifies 7 categories of critical
infrastructure security risks in aviation and
maritime transportation and outlines the

positive impact of behavioral analysis on
security and defense. The research team
believes that the application of monitoring
programs based on behavioral analysis
to protect critical infrastructure would be
successful.

The project “Economic, geopolitical and social
risks in the development of modern Bulgaria”
aims to analyze and develop alternative
scenarios for the development of risk trends
in Bulgaria.

After the “soft” revolutions in the “socialist”
countries of Europe, there is a misleading
impression that most of the risks for the
world and especially the risks for Bulgarian
development no longer exist. For example,
the economic risks of decline in the transition
from a “planned economy” to a “market”
economy” will no longer exist. There will
be no political risks, because the winner
of the “cold” war is the “"democratic” world.
Accordingly, “democracy” will guarantee
harmonious political relations in the country,
and NATO and the USA will ensure the security
of our country. The wound of the “revival”
process” is healed. Material prosperity will
increase and the risks of population decline,
aging and poverty will be eliminated. The
state of health, pension benefits will be at a
much higher level, there will be no risks to
the environment, etc. It has been clear for
more than 30 years that these expectations
are not justified. Serious crisis processes
are developing both in the Bulgarian and in
the global economy and palitics. Inter-ethnic
tensions in Bulgaria are on the rise. The risk
of infiltration by Islamic fundamentalism and
Turkish nationalism is increasing. The risks
associated with the country's demographic
situation, the status of family relationships,

social exclusion, the risk of poverty, etc. are
increasing.

The negative trends listed show the
relevance and importance of the project
topic. This study is the first of its kind in our
country. The review of the various risks -
economic, geopolitical, social, demographic
and media - and the presentation of
approaches to minimize them will be crucial
for the successful development of Bulgaria.

Evaluating economic, social and financial
consequences of the COVID-19 pandemic
on the transport sector and recovery

measures

The successful implementation of the
project aims to address the economic,
social and financial challenges facing
the transportation sector after COVID-19.
It also explores new perspectives for
improving different modes of transportation
and culminates in the development of a
comprehensive institutional framework
and indicators to analyse the far-reaching
econaomic, social and financial impact of the
COVID-19 pandemic on the transportation
industry. This framework includes the
formulation of sound strategies and
effective recovery plans to support the
transportation sector in its return from the
pandemic. A thorough recovery plan has
been formulated to support the revival of
the transportation industry after COVID-19.
A comprehensive report has been prepared
for the State Road Safety Agency, which
thoroughly examines external transport
costs and provides valuable insights on
internalisation. The aim is to promote
sustainable development and facilitate
the recovery of road transport after the
pandemic.

The study's scientific toolkit relies on
traditional methods of statistical analysis,
scientific comparisons and sociological
studies, as well as group methods through
uni- and multidimensional distributions,
aggregate absolute and relative indicators,
modern statistical methods to analyse
factor conditioning, etc.

As the main channel for disseminating the
results of the research project, the scientific
team has realised 36 scientific publications,
including:

5 publications in peer-reviewed journals
(Scopus and Web of Science);

8 articles in indexed scientific journals and
editorials;

21 publications in proceedings of scientific
conferences and

2 monographs.

Modelling, analysis and optimization of socio-
economic measures to mitigate the negative
consequences of the COVID-19 pandemic

The project was developed between March
2021 and March 2023 by a team from the
Department of National and Regional
Security of UNWE in Sofia, involving seven
PhD researchers (including one professor,
three associate professors and
principal assistants) and four doctoral
students. One PhD student successfully
obtained his doctorate during the project
period.

The project aims to analyse the measures
taken by the Bulgarian government and their
impact, with a particular focus on socio-
economic measures to reduce the negative
consequences of the pandemic.

There are nine publications of the project
participants in scientific journals. All results
of the international scientific conference
have been published in UNWE publications.

Dissemination of the results and participation
in discussions on the problem were carried
out by the project participants at seven
conferences and other scientific forums.

The project team cooperates with the teams
of other projects funded by the National
Institute for Scientific Research in the field of
social, economic and educational aspects of
the CQVID-19 pandemic.

During the implementation of the project,
the team developed an appropriate model to

analyse the quality and impact of the socio-
economic measures taken by the government
and international organisations. The model is
based on the structural equation modelling
approach and has shown excellent results
in analysing the measures and deriving
appropriate  recommendations for their
development and improvement.

Project:

International business and sustainable practices
(using the example of Bulgarian companies
operating in international markets)

The project was carried out by members of
the Department of International Economic
Relations and Business” at UNWE. The
following scientific results were achieved
with this project:
Systematization of the practices of foreign
and Bulgarian companies in relation to
the three dimensions of sustainability in
international business - environmental,
social and economic sustainability;
Investigating their impact on
competitiveness at the company level;
Conducting an empirical study among
Bulgarian companies to determine the
extent to which they are aware of and
follow these practices.

The wultimate goal of the project was
to disseminate sustainable practices
among Bulgarian companies in the form
of publications to help these companies
increase their competitiveness.

The project was carried out in three phases.
The first phase focused on reviewing the
existing literature. In the second phase,
the team investigated and systematized
the factors from the business environment
and the best practices in applying the
principles of sustainability in Bulgarian
and foreign companies. In the third phase,
an empirical study was conducted among
Bulgarian companies certified according

to the ISO 14001 standard regarding the
sustainable practices applied by these
companies, and based on the analysis and
summary of the results, recommendations
for the business community and the
state were developed. The results of the
empirical study also confirmed the main
thesis of the project, namely: by applying
sustainable practices in their management,
companies can achieve significant success
and increase their competitiveness. The
project ended with a joint monograph by
the project members.

The project is divided into four chapters. The
first chapter examines the issues of export
financing of international trade in theoretical
and evolutionary terms as well as the impact of
financial crises. Current trends in trade finance
are identified as a basis for the study. The focus
is on the mechanism of trade finance as the
lifeblood of international trade. The institutional
context and the development of the financial
sector are the two most important factors that
determine the choice of the form of financing.

The second chapter examines the practice
of specialized international institutions -
banks and associations. A distinction is made
between two groups: Institutions that provide
financing (mainly regional structures) and
other organizations that create rules and
standards to increase foreign trade turnover.

The third chapter provides an overview of
China's Belt and Road Initiative, a long-
term, comprehensive strategy consisting of
several investment projects focused primarily
on building transportation and energy

infrastructure, improving trade and developing
digital netwarks. It is one of the key priorities of
the People’'s Republic of China in an attempt to
revitalize the ancient Silk Road and create an
expanded economic and trade belt between
China and Western Europe.

English for successful working in a professional
environment: examining the needs
of students of economics and social

and political sciences

The research topic is the academic ESP
courses for students of economic and social
policy studies.

The research topic is the ESP needs of
Economic and Social Policy Studies students.

The research objective is to investigate the
ESP needs of economic and social policy
students in order to optimise and update the
curricula of academic ESP courses for this
profession.

Astructured online face-to-face interviewwas
used to survey students and faculty. A total
of 1106 surveyed students and 32 lecturers
participated. Bulgarian students included
539 UNWE students and 372 students
from 7 Bulgarian universities with a similar
profile to that of UNWE. Foreign respondents
included 167 students from 15 universities in
11 countries worldwide.

As a result, guidelines for the optimization
of academic ESP courses for students

of economic and social policy were
developed. The guidelines focus on six key
methodological areas - number of lessons
and syllabus; managing differences in
student and teacher perceptions of the ESP
course; optimising course effectiveness by

considering the importance of key course

factors  (interactive SM,

Using 3D printing to visualize solutions
of non-linear equations in the learning process

Three-dimensional printing or so-called 3D
printing is a state of the art technology for
arbitrary shapes visualization. This method
is based on a pre-developed digital model.
The model is exported to a 3D printer,
followed by sequential layers of material.
By this way the requested object is formed.
In this sense, three-dimensional printing
is fundamentally different from traditional
techniques in which material is usually
removed to form the requested object. We
model the spatial and temporal dynamics of
economic agents by a system of nonlinear
partial parabolic differential equations.
Depending on the nature of the system, the
agents may have a variety of properties, as
well as to interact in a different way. In this
project we demonstrate the capabilities of
3D printers for visualization of solutions of
non-linear parabolic equations, applicable
in the economuy.

With the present development, we have
shown:

The 3D printer turned out to be a very
canvenient and useful tool in the learning
process.

Students can familiarize themselves
with the technologies related to the 3D
printer: software, electronics,
materials, physical construction of the

control,

object, research of some of its properties,
applications.

Students can come up with a detail
themselves and realize it.

We have modeled the interactions between
different groups of economic agents, as
well as obtained new exact wave solutions
of the equation we used.

It is necessary to evaluate their
effectiveness and efficiency and analyse
their adequacy in relation to the poorest
population groups in order to reduce them
and reach a level close to that of other
European countries.

Governance in crisis. Bulgarian alternative

farmers

The university research on this topic,
Governance in Crisis. Bulgarian Alternative
Farmers, was conducted at the Agribusiness
and Nature Management Research Center
by researchers from the Center and the
Department of Natural Resource Economics.

Aim: To recognize and explain changes
in agricultural governance under the
conditions of the COVID-18 epidemic;

The emergence of the COVID-18 virus has
unigue economic situation.
The macroeconomic indicators relating
to the level of supply and demand were

created a

stable. The only change was an increase in
uncertainty. Markets were closed, freedom
of movement was restricted and there was a
fear of communication. For the farmers who
practiced impersonal exchange, this was
not a disadvantage. For them, it didn’t matter
whether you could travel or how you got to
the stores. Farmers who relied on personal
exchange were in the opposite situation.
Their marketing channels were blocked,
their sustainability jeopardized, their future
threatened.

In our study, we examined the changes
these farmers made to their transaction
management mechanisms. We analyzed
11 types of transactions and their critical
dimensions. We compared the results
obtained with the corresponding results
from our previous studies.

This allowed us to identify the difficulties
faced by farmersin face-to-face exchanges
due to the epidemiological situation and the
models used by these farmers to overcome
these difficulties.

Comparative legal analysis of withholding tax
in the light of the case law of the Court of Justice

of the European Union

The aim of this thesis is to examine the
withholding tax in Bulgarian tax law using
multidisciplinary methods, including
international and European (EU) law. The
research is a symbiosis of law, economics
and accounting. The ideais to provide a mare
comprehensive and in-depth study on this
topic from different perspectives. According
to the authors, this is of interest both for
legal theory, where this topic has not yet
been examined in depth, and for practice, as
a large number of cases are analyzed.

In this context, a comparative analysis of the
relevant practice of the Court of Justice of
the European Union (CJEU) was carried out.
The main features of this practice, which
are also applicable to Bulgaria as a Member
State of the EU, are presented. A number
of amendments have been proposed to
improve the national legislation. The main
points relating to withholding tax are also
systematically highlighted. The methods
used are historical, comparative law, formal-
logical, systematic analysis and others.

The first chapter examines the concept of
“tax” as a starting point by deriving the legal
nature of withholding tax. To this end, its main
elements - tax object, tax subject, taxable
event and others - are outlined. Its historical
development over the years is also traced.

Chapter Two focuses on EU law. It examines
the legal features of the ECJ and the

relevant directives on this topic as part of
secondary EU law. The latter have been
transposed into Bulgarian legislation. The
chapter concludes with an overview of the
most important ECJ cases on this topic,
chronologically divided into three periods
(2008-2014, 2015-2017, 2018-2020).

Chapter Three analyzes the
question through the prism of national needs.
Theoretically, the most important aspects
werederivedandaparallelwasdrawnbetween
the EU and the Bulgarian perspective. Finally,
the chapter, or rather the entire thesis, ends
with a conclusion and future suggestions
that can contribute to the improvement of the
Bulgarian corporate tax law.

In
addition, some private scientific methods

such as normative, systematic and formal-
logical methods are also used.
