| am pleased to unveil the yearbook,
which is a testimony not only to the
scientific potential of the University of
National and World Economy, but also
to the ambitious direction we have set -
to be included in the list of research
universities.

We are going through a significant
transformation in all major areas and
research is a major focus. Traditionally
the focus has always been onteaching,
now it is time to make research visible
as well.

As management, we have taken a lot of
initiatives to improve research activity
and mainly publication activity. The
possibility has been created to publish
the proceedings of our international
conferences in the world databases
Scopus and/or Web of Science.
New rules have been introduced for
the organisation and execution of
research projects, with more emphasis
on publications rather than formal
activity. Funding for these projects has
increased. All costs for publications
in world databases can be borne by
the university. We are applying for
funding to the Research Fund with
12 projects that we have prepared in
recent months, something that has not
happened in recent years.

The last initiative, which was adopted
at the Academic Council is that we are
increased more than 20 times the funds
for stimulating publication activity -
from BGN 15 000 to BGN 300 000. We
gave the faculties the opportunity also
to stimulate their academic staff.

The research project under Contract N2
DN15/10 dated 11.12.2017 on the topic “The
innovative unconventional monetary policy
of the leading central banks and its effects
for developed and developing countries,
with an emphasis on Bulgaria” was financed
by the National Science Research Fund of
the Ministry of education and science of the
Republic of Bulgaria.

The main goal of the project is to carry
out an in-depth, complex, significant and
original scientific study of the innovative
unconventional monetary policy of the
leading central banks around the world and
its effects for developed and developing
countries, with an emphasis on Bulgaria.
The object of research is the new course of
monetary policy of the European Central
Bank, the US Federal Reserve, the Bank of
England and the Bank of Japan. The subject of
research is the impact of the unconventional
monetary policy of these leading central
banks on a wide range of countries and on
their development prospects.

The methodology of scientific research is
extremely diverse, and mainly econometric
modelling was applied to empirically
establish and evaluate the manifestation
of the interest rate transmission channel in
developed countries (USA, Japan, Euro area
member countries, non-Euro area member
states), in large developing economies
(China, Russia, Brazil, India, South Africa and
Turkey) and especially in Bulgaria. Through
the constructed econometric models,
the influence of the key interest rates of
the leading central banks on the yield on
long-term (10-year) government bonds of
developed and developing countries, and of
Bulgaria, is established and assessed.

For the first time in Bulgaria, such a large-
scale scientific study of the effects and
consequences of the unconventional

monetary policy of the leading central banks
onBulgariaandawiderange of countries(35in
total) is realized, which reveals the innovative
nature of the project. The implementation
of the project leads to the creation of new
scientific knowledge - the scientific issues
of the innovative unconventional monetary
policy are extremely current, innovative,
significant and relevant to international and
European priorities in the field of scientific
research. Through the implementation of
the project, a comprehensive conceptual
framework is offered for theoretical-
methodological analysis and for empirical
research and evaluation of the main aspects
in the implementation of the unconventional
monetary policy of central banks. The
study of the effects of the unconventional
monetary policy of the European Central
Bank, the current crisis processes and the
CQOVID-19 pandemic on the development of
the Bulgarian economy is the most significant
contribution of the research project.

Challenges and projections in the accounting
system of public sector entities in the process of
creating standardized models for infrastructure
assets recognition, reporting and disclosure.

The purpose of this project is the generation
of a comprehensive standardized approach
involving accounting for
infrastructure assets consistent with the

models  of

specifics of the public sector accounting
system and based on the Conceptual
Framework for Financial Reporting in the
public sector, and the International Public
Sector Accounting Standards (IPSAS). The
innovativeness of the project is proven by the
lack of such models in a global aspect.

The most significant scientific and application
results are as follows:

Shortcomings have been established in
the current regulatory framework of the
public sector accounting in Bulgaria.
Applicable accounting models based
on the philosophy of the Conceptual
Framework and IPSAS have been created.
A questionnaire was elaborated and a
survey study conducted among all of the
first-level spending units for the purpose
of establishing the applicability of the
models in the accounting system of public
sector entities created by the research
team.

The scientific and application results have
been published in a monographic work and
six articles in scientific journals, referenced
and indexed in internationally reputed
databases and edited collective volumes,
including a journal in Scopus. With a view to
publicizing the results on a global scale, they
were presented at an international scientific

conference in Germany.

The topic of the academic project is new for
the research activity both for the UNWE-Sofia
and for the professional community in the
field of the insurance industry. The relevance
of this topic stems from the adoption of
International Financial Reporting Standard
(IFRS) 8 Financial Instruments and IFRS 17
Insurance Contracts by the International
Accounting Standards Board (IASB). The
adoption of the new standards comes after
many years of expert work, public discussion
and approval of basic problem questions.

The main goal of the project is to define the
variability of the effects of the entry into
force of the new IFRS 9 Financial Instruments
and IFRS 17 Insurance Contracts for insurers
in Bulgaria and the potential risks for their
financial stability and solvency, respectively
liquidity.

Subject of the study is the applicable
accounting legislation, including IFRS,
the applicable legislation in the field of
insurance, the practices of the leading
insurers in Bulgaria, the applicable regulatory
requirements, the results of the reviews of
the insurers’' balance sheets.

The applied methodology includes various
approaches, such as systemic, historical,
structural and legislative, so that, based
on observation, comparative, static and
dynamic analysis, the objectives of the
project can be achieved. These methods
were also applied to the reviewed literature,
the statistical information used, the empirical
research carried out, the author's opinions,
conclusions and results.

The main scientific results can be summarized
in the following several areas:

1. Researched are the new principles,
approaches and resulting methodologies

and models for accounting recognition,
evaluation and presentation of financial
assets and insurance contracts;

2. Studied are the amendments in the
insurance regulatory framework at the EU
level and, respectively, at Bulgarian level
resulting from the requirements of the new
IFRS applicable to insurers;

3. Presented are the adaptation possibilities
and the new accounting policies
development of insurers for the initial
application of IFRS 9 Financial Instruments
and IFRS 17 Insurance Contracts;

Branding - genesis and contemporary european

discourse

The research is dedicated to the genesis and
evolution of branding. The first systematic
practices of branding in the economic life
of mankind have been established - they
date back to the beginning of Antiquity and
more precisely to the very beginning of the
creation of the Egyptian state. The object of
study is the cylindrical seals from the time
between the 1st and 3rd dynasties inclusive.
Hundreds of seals have been described,
studied and classified. Based on the cluster
analysis, a typology of ancient Egyptian
seals is constructed and the clusters thus
formed are analyzed. A comparative analysis
between ancient branding practices and
modern European practices is presented The
following hypotheses are proved:

H1: During Dynasties I-1ll the roles/functions
of protobrands engraved on Egyptian cylinder
seals are similar (in some cases identical) as
the roles of contemporary brands.

H2: The
differentiation

linkage between product
(especially geographic)

and branding was born in the beginning of

antiquity (ancient egypt).

H3:The brand logo wasinvented in the dawn of

ancient egypt. from the point view of graphic

design - the idea for a logo has emerged on

the basis of egyptian hieroglyphs.

H4: Branding domains (agricultural farms)
emerged with the very beginning of the
egyptian state (4000-5000 years ago)

HS: Rudiment brands (protobrands) of
production centers emerged in the very
beginning of ancient egyptian state (4000-
5000 years ago).

HB: Protobrands of non-production estates
(palaces, residences, etc.) appeared with the
birth of the egyptian sate.

H?7: Protobrands of religious institutions and
centers in ancient egypt are predecessors of
contemporary ones.

H8: The protobrands of ancient egyptian
fortresses are the ,ancestors” of branding
the contemporary military facilities.

H9: City branding appeared for the first time
in the history of human civilization during the
time of the early egyptian state. the idea for a
city logo came into being in connection with
the ancient ehyptian seals.

H10: Branding emerged in the
beginning of the egyptian state (dynasties i -
iii).

H11: The branding of fiscal institutions and
supplying departments started in the early
years of the egyptian state.

H12:  Branding redistribution
storehouses and cellars was done for a first
time in the history of humankind during the
first dynasties of Ancient Egypt.

Tourism product distribution: digital versus

traditional channels

RESEARCH PROJECT AIM AND
OBJECTIVES:

The aim of the research is to reveal how
traditional marketing channels in tourism are
transformed into digital and to enhance the
degree of compliance between the design
of the marketing channels and consumers’
preferences.

The research objectives are as follows:

1. To enrich and deepen the knowledge about
the integration of the digital marketing
channels into the tourism services
providers' distribution in Bulgaria.

2. To critically analyze the traditional and
digital marketing channels in tourism.

3. To outline the competitive advantages of
the tourism products digital and traditional
marketing channels.

4. To develop a model for transformation of
the tourism traditional marketing channels
into digital channels in Bulgaria.

The object of the study are: (1) tourism
product customers; (2) managers/owners
(responsible for the management decisions)
within the companies providing tourism
products (2.1. airlines; 2.2 tour operators; 2.3
travel agencies; 2.4 hoteliers).

The subject of the study is the digital
transformation of traditional marketing
channels and consumer behavior in tourism.

RESEARCH METHODOLOGY

Due to the need for collecting data from
customers of tourism products and from
tourism services providers two guestionnaires
for in-depth interviews have been designed.

Each of them reflects the specifics of the
target respondents. Both gqualitative and
quantitative methods have been applied. In
processing the guantitative data, the following
statistical methods have been applied: (1)
correlation analysis; (2) regression analysis;
(3) factor analysis; (4) cluster analysis.

RESEARCH OUTCOMES

The analysis of the empirical data reveals
the models for designing marketing channels
for the Bulgarian tourism product which are
highly preferred by the consumers. They
choose and book the travel themselves using
digital marketing channels, while tourism
service providers stillrecognize the traditional
tourism intermediaries (tour operators and
travel agents) as highly effective.

Improvement of the competitive position of P.N.
“administration and management” in UNWE

Based on a detailed analysis of the status
and trends of: (1) the educational services
market in national and international academic
environment; (2) the labour market needs and (3)
the expectations of the students in the different
degrees, the project develops a set of solutions
aimed at improving the competitive position of
the Administration and Management field at the
UNWE.

The study of the competitive positions of the
Administration and Management field at the
UNWE in the market of educational services
is based on data from the Higher Education
Institutions Rating System in Bulgaria, on
benchmark of higher education institutions that
are leaders in the field and on a study of their
educational practices. In theoretical terms,
two hypotheses are proved: (1) The educational
services market in the PN ,Administration and
Management” field is heterogeneous and highly
fragmented; (2) The competitive advantages
of the field at the UNWE stem from its broad
portfolio of educational programs, resources,
and networks in the area of “Social, Business, and
Legal Studies”. The measures to strengthen the
competitive positions are based on (a) adaptive
competence approach with institutional
support; (b) multidisciplinary learning through
new technologies; (c) educational programmes
content compatible with the labour market
requirements and (d) active practical training.
From the practically applied perspective, the
project summarizes the competitive profile of
HEls in the TOP 10 in the study of ,Administration
and Management” field in Bulgaria.

The study of the competitive positions in the
labour market is based on quantitative and
qualitative parameters of the demand for
professions and professionals in the field of
administration and management. Evidence
is systematized to support the hypothesis
that there are mismatches between labour
market expectations (and future changes in
professions), the institutional framework and the
realization of graduates in the professional field.
In this respect, new labour market requirements
(hybrid competences). In the practical-applied
perspective, estimates are made of the structure
and dynamics of the needs for specialists with
higher qualification in the field of administration

and management; functional competence
profiles are summarized for different levels and
professions in the studied field; attitudes of
studentsofthe ,Administrationand Management”
field for future realization are studied.

The third part of the study aims to project
the competitive profile of the Administration
and Management field at the UNWE. For this
purpose, a complex evaluation (external
evaluation and self-assessment against the
competences of the European Framework of
Reference for Key Competences for Lifelong
Learning) of the curricular content of the
educational programmes of the Administration
and Management degree programmes was
carried out. It became the basis for the updating
of the educational documentation (curricula,
qualification specifications, and subsequent
curricula) in the three degree programmes of
the professional field (three Bachelor degree
programmes and 20 Master degree programmes
in full-time and distant forms of learning).

teachers on the problems of media literacy in
Bulgaria and in-depth interviews with experts
in the field.

Introduction of professional practices in UNWE
for creating own media video production

The project has three main practical goals.
First, it is aimed at upgrading the equipment
and capacity of the studio at the University
for National and World Economy (UNWE).
Second, by drawing on a comparative
analysis of best practices in Bulgarian and
international universities, the project is
expected to provide working solutions for the
production of quality audiovisual content
targeted at internal and external audiences.
And third, it will help build a positive image of
the university.

The project has the following sub-goals:
exploring university best practices in relation
to the production of original video content;
offering new opportunities to UNWE for
ariginal video content production; upgrading
the technology available at UNWE's TV studio.

The used as
part of the project include: case studies;
content analysis; secondary data analysis;
monitoring.

main research methods

Key results: Leading universities in Western
Europe have already integrated the podcast
format into their communication channels.
They use them effectively as platforms for
information dissemination, including about
academic achievements, for audio and video
lectures, for internal discussions, and even
for public statements on current events
and issues of public interest. The project
funding allowed UNWE to buy new equipment
for its multimedia studio. As a result, the
studio has been used for filming interviews

for UNWE's series Living Memory, official
statements by the university's president,
and professors’ analyses of current issues
of public interest and research findings. The
studio is also used in the training of radio
and TV journalism students. A total of three
publications have been published as part
of this research project, among them two
scientific publications and one paper.

Storage systems in logistics - management

practices and trends

Logistics and supply chain management
development and evolution is prompted by
the need of efficient management of material
flows in the supply chain. That reflects
positively on the progress of all logistics
sub-systems, such as warehouse systems.
The present study covers Bulgarian trade
and manufacturing enterprises and their
management practices in warehousing
systems, as well as the global trends in
warehousing. The project also covers the
usage of a number of related warehousing
technologies and information solutions. A
complete conceptual model was developed
within the project. On this basis is collected
empirical data for warehouse management,
despite the restrictive conditions due to the
COVID-19 crisis. The analyses reveal the
main conclusion that supports the thesis
of the study that Bulgarian companies
are moving away from using conventional
solutions and approaches to more efficient
that

Determinants of freight transport demand

The main objective of the study is to help
the stakeholders, such as state and local
institutions and transport and freight
forwarding companies, to adopt adeqguate
measures and pursue a targeted policy
to increase the competitiveness of the
national economy. This could be done by
improving the parameters of freight supply
and following a practical approach for the
construction and maintenance of transport
infrastructure based on the revealed
preferences of freight transport demand.

Four main research methods - statistical,
analytical, comparative, survey
methods - are applied in the study. The
relationships and dependencies between
freight volumes and the determinants
of demand investigated through
correlation analysis and the method of
clustering and corresponding parameter
estimates, aswell as comparative statistical
tests of the significance of the results.

and

The project results provide added value in
transport economics research by realizing
relevant scientific contributions related to
the generalization and systematization of
the main theoretical aspects of studying
the demand for freight transport. Besides,
the definition of the main factors affecting
the demand for freight transportis provided,
and the importance of these factors for
achieving the objectives of the European
and national policy on freight transport is
justified. The derived demand determinants

are the basis forthe developed freight traffic
volume forecasts by mode of transport. On
this basis, guidelines for flexible solutions
and adaptation of the capacity of transport
companies and volumes of their activities
to the level of demand for freight transport
services are summarized, as well as
the approaches to justify decisions on
investments in transport infrastructure.

Increasing the economic and social effectiveness
of passenger railway freights through the
incorporation of new rolling stock

The goal of the present study is to analyze the
key factors that affect the behavior of people
who use transport services when they choose
their mode of transportation. Society's attitudes
towards the means of transportation during inter-
urban travel within the country have changed over
the last 30 years. In that regard, the members of
the research team have taken it upon themselves
to describe and analyze the primary factors that
affect consumers' attitudes to using railway
transport, as well as identify the indicators that
have the most profound influence on people's
choice to use passenger railway transport.

The main research thesis of the paper is to use
the analysis and evaluation of the effectiveness
of the provided transport service as a basis
to determine the possibilities for its further
improvement, maintenance, as well as its long-
term and sustainable development. Several
hypotheses have been investigated over the
course of the study, i.e. whether using railway
transport depends on the primary indicators of
speed, comfart and overall transport service. The
other hypothesis which examined is which factors
affect the choice of the type of transport. The
study of consumers’ preferences in terms of the
provided transport services gives the research
team reason to recommend that the national
railway carrier change its development policy,
which will serve as a basis for it to direct capital
investments toward new rolling stock, adapt its
operational activity to its customers' demands,
and ultimately improve the gquality of the services
it provides.

The approach towards conducting the analysis
includes methods andtools fromthe methodology
and handbook of conducting functional analyses
of horizontal policies and sectoral policies.

With the present study, the research team has
achieved the following results:

The main indicators for assessing the quality
of the provided transport services have been
formulated;

The social and economic effectiveness of
railway transport have been defined;

The indicators that affect the quality of
the provided transport services have been
identified and analyzed;

The factors that influence the demand for
passenger railway services have been defined
and systematized;

The dependence between the quality
indicators of the provided service and the
volume of passenger freights has been
outlined;

The correlation link between the key indicators
for the volume of passenger freights and
the indicators for assessing the demand for
railway transport has been specified;

The primary selection criteria for railway
transport as a way of moving around have
been summarized;

Guidelines and  recommendations  for
increasing the quality of transport services
have been outlined and formulated;

The trends for increasing the effectiveness
of passenger railway freights have been
emphasized.

The conducted analysis of passenger railway
transport outlines the necessity for adopting
urgent measures towards renewing the rolling
stock, reconstructing and modernizing railway
tracks, and improving the quality of the services
that BDZ ,Passenger Services" provides.

Improvement of physical protection of nuclear

facilities and facilities

Contemporary trends in  international
security threats such as the nuclear arms
race, terrorist threats through improvised
explosive devices with radioactive materials,
cyber threats to high-tech manufacturing
and operational security systems, and the
201 Fukushima nuclear accident, in which a
magnitude S earthquake triggered a tsunami,
which in turn led to a nuclear accident,
highlight the different dimensions and
degrees of policy for the physical protection

of nuclear sites and facilities.

Theresearch problemisthatthe implemented
physical protection policy in the Republic of
Bulgaria does not include a toolbox based
on methods and models to assess the
sacial, economic, and environmental impacts
resulting from the occurrence of accidental
or non-accidental events related to the
physical protection of nuclear facilities. The
object of the study is the physical protection
of nuclear sites and facilities and the subject
is the improvement of the policy for the
physical protection of nuclear sites and
facilities.

The aim of the study is to propose a model for
improving the physical protection of nuclear
sites and facilities, using quantitative and
qualitative methods and models based on the
international and national legal framework in
the field of nuclear security.

The results of the study are related to the
protection of nuclear sites and facilities,
based on emergencies (accidental and

non-accidental), taking into account
breaches in the protection system. Based
on these cases, scenarios and models are
developed to analyze possible threats to
critical infrastructure facilities and sites.
An economic and social justification for a
decision on policy changes in the physical
protection system is made. The aim of the
project has been achieved by proposing
recommendations to improve the physical
protection system in terms of its security and

safety.

Strategic alternatives for development of
renewable energy sources in Bulgaria by 2030

In recent years, under the conditions of
depletion of traditional energy carriers
and the dynamics of European strategies
related to the production of electricity from
renewable energy sources (RES), the security
and availability trends are negative and
require the effective implementation of a set
of measures within the optimistic scenarios
for development. A serious assessment
of the current state of the sector requires
highlighting the weaknesses and the lack
of clear priorities to underpin a strategy
for renewable electricity for sustainable
electricity system, as well as taking partial
actions to ensure predictable development
for all stakeholders.

The main objectives of the research are
prioritized in two directions - firstly, enriching
the existing scientific knowledge on the
researched problem and secondly, providing
information and expertknowledge for analysis
of the state of renewable energy sources
and the electricity system in Bulgaria, as
well as their impact on energy and economic
stahility, having a direct applied effect on the
management practice of the RES producers
themselves.

In terms of content, the study is developed
in three chapters with three points each
and follows the following logic: chapter
one analyses the state of the electricity
system in Bulgaria; chapter two formulates
a methodology for revealing the strategic
perspectives for renewable energy; and
chapter three outlines the strategic factors
for renewable energy production by 2030
and provides possible scenarios.

The following methods were used in the
research: Analysis and synthesis of scientific
knowledge and applied scientific results;
Deductive method; Comparison method;
Analogy method; Modelling method; Cluster
analysis; In-depth interviews with experts

and surveys; ,Desk-analysis” - covering a
study of specialized scientific publications
in Bulgarian and international literature on
the topic and analysis of secondary data on
good global practices on the implementation
of the change management approach and
increasing the sustainability of organizations
in the energy sector The research
methodology focuses on the practical use
of collective expertise as a valid means of
gathering expert information on renewable
electricity generation issues in our country.

The main results of the research are oriented
towards the possibilities of applying effective
methods for long-term decisions and
management that are workable in the specific
conditions of Bulgarian energy sector. These
are methods related to the provision of
the necessary expertise, the preparation
of possible scenarios for responding
to the occurrence of energy crises, the
preparation of scenarios for the development
of the energy sector and energy obtained
from renewable energy sources and the
implementation of long-term strategic
decisions and management.

Financial discipline in the EU - problems and

perspectives

The main goal of the project is the
implementation of the overall algorithm
by which macroeconomic imbalances are
measured in the countries of the European
union, after which they have studied how
these imbalances are correlated with each
other and what influence it has on the
economic growth of the countries in the

European union.

The nature of macroeconomic imbalances

in euro and non-euro area countries
was researched based on a wide range
of indicators that are a part of the

Macroeconomic Imbalances Procedure.

The essence of the Alert Mechanism for
Macroeconomic Imbalances in the EU was
examined, as well as a detailed review of the
annual Alert Mechanism Reports from their
implementation to the present moment.

A comprehensive algorithm was developed to
measure macroeconomic imbalances in the
EU countries and then it was analysed how
these imbalances are interconnected and
whether they have an impact on the main
macroeconomic indicators of the EU member
states and, in particular, on economic growth.
For this reason, the indicators with indicative
thresholds (,MIP Scoreboard”), through which
macroeconomic imbalances are monitored,
in detail, and exceeding
the thresholds signals the presence of
imbalances in the EU member states.

are examined

An integral indicator has been developed,
through which it is possible to assess how
large the deviations from the indicative
thresholds are. The indicator is normalized
in the range from O to 1, where O means the
absence of macroeconomic imbalances, and
1is the largest possible imbalance that was

achieved by the EU member states during the
studied period from 2007 to 2020, inclusive.

From the study of the relationship between
the
imbalances and economic growth, it was
found that when
macroeconomically unbalanced, then the

integral indicator of macroeconomic

economies are most
relationship with growth in the following year
is strongest.

For this reason, an econometric model was
developed between the economic growth of
the EU member states in 2013 and the integral
indicator of macroeconomic imbalances in
2012. The econometric model was subjected
to detailed diagnostics, covering all the tests
performed. Ultimately, it was found that an
increase in  macroeconomic imbalances
leads to a decrease in the economic growth
of EU member states.

AIM

On the one hand, the problem refers to
the elimination of the risk of the use of
property rights to
create obstacles to the free movement of
goods and the free provision of services,
and on the other hand, it necessitates the
harmonization of national legislations for
the protection of intellectual property and
the creation of supranational intellectual
property rights to provide guarantees and
effective means of protecting the intangible
assets of enterprises as participants on the
internal market.
