The course aims in providing the necessary competences to the PhD students about the
approach and leading principles of content creation of a scientific publication in the field of social
and economic sciences. The course delivers knowledge about the characteristic features of academic
writing and the approach to academic content development. Important place is devoted to the
published literature review on the topic and its systematic presentation in an academic text. A key
aspect of the study is the development of skills for effective communication of the achieved research
results.

The skills acquired for creating academic texts are affirmed by development of individual
course work assignment under the supervision of the lecturers. The course is conducted by a
combination of lectures, discussions, team working, and consultations with the lecturers. An
innovative element in the course is the final role play named ,, Preparation and execution of scientific
forum*, in which the PhD students will have the opportunity to test in practice the knowledge, skills
and competences developed during the course. The course is organized in a blended mode — in
presence for the full-time PhD students and online for the part-time and independent PhD students.

After the successful finalization of the course PhD students should acquire knowledge and skills
for oral and written scientific communication in academic environment. In due course the PhD
students develop own scientific text that must be transformed into an individual course work
assignment. It must be presented during the role play at the end of the course and requires
demonstration of the acquired presentation and communication skills as well as skills for discussion
and argumentation when presenting research theses. The individual preparation work on the course
includes exploration of recommended literature as well as titles on the topic chosen by the PhD student
which is followed by development of a prototype of research publication as a practical component of the
study.

3 components: (1) mark from didactical test; (2) mark from participation in role play game and
presentation of individual course work.

The final mark on the course is obtained by the formula:
