Project:
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Money Laundering from Trafficking in Human Beings

This project aims to investigate forms
of human trafficking and money
laundering from its proceeds.

The study comprises an examination
of the nature and key manifestations
of human trafficking in the context

of global migration. This piece

of research offers a review of
specifics and methods of laundering
money from human trafficking. It
further outlines and analyses the
connections between the two crimes.
Finally an assessment is made of
public policies for combatting money
laundering from human trafficking
and confiscation of property acquired
through trafficking.

Empirical data is collected via in-
depth interviews and document

analysis, then interpreted and
analyzed using statistical data,
reports done by state, non-
governmental and international
organizations, and relevant scientific
publications.

The identified results of this
project pertain to the following: the
intensification of human trafficking
has been outlined; findings have
been presented in support the view
of trafficking as a modern form of
slavery; an examination has been
carried out of the process of money
laundering and its significance for
criminal activities; various models
have been identified of money
laundering from human trafficking;
weaknesses have been exposed in

the counteraction of these crimes
and recommendations have been
made for potential solutions.

The project team has a total of 19
publications, with 7 published abroad
and 1 published in a Q1 publication in
Scopus and Web of Science.

The main purpose of the project

is to establish a conceptual vision

for the new National program

for development: Bulgaria 2030,
which needs to respond to the
contemporary challenges and to be
based not only on the strategic goals
for national economic policy but

also on the goals and principles for
sustainable development.

The piece of research encompasses
two major part. The first part is

titled BULGARIA 2020 - CRITICAL
ANALYSIS. The first section is devoted
to the analysis of the structure and
action of the National program for
development: Bulgaria 2020. The
second section discusses the issues
of the inefficiency of the national
innovation policy. The third section
addresses the issues the insufficient
effectiveness of the taxation system
in Bulgaria. The fourth section treats

the problems connected to the
inefficiency of the Bulgarian national
policy for climate change. Section
five aims to identify the missed
opportunities for increasing the
national economy’'s competitiveness
through green economy.

The second part is titled BULGARIA
2030 - OPPORTUNITIES. The sixth
section carries out a critical
analysis of the draft for the national
strategic document for sustainable
development: Bulgaria 2030.

Section seven aims to identify the
opportunities for regulation of the
business cycle as a prerequisite for
sustainable development. The eighth
section attempts to expose the role
and membership in the Eurozone and
establish the key macroeconomic
indicators with regard to Bulgaria.
Section nine addresses the role of
governments in strengthening of

sustainable business models in the
field of renewable energy resources.
The tenth section makes an overview
of the best practices in the field of
wind and salar energy in Belgium and
Bulgaria.

The major results of this research
include both theoretical and
practical aspects. In terms of the
theoretical aspect, the analysis
contributes to the development of
the macroeconomic and institutional
theaory. This has been evidenced

by the authors’ publications under
the project that are indexed in world
scientific databases. With regard

to the practical contributions,
recommendations have been

made pertaining to the national
macroeconomic policy and specific
strategic solutions have been
proposed.

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The aim of the project is to carry

out a comprehensive evaluation

of the structural convergence of

the Bulgarian economy with the
Eurozone, to gauge the convergence
in different structures of the economy
and some of its segments and

to outline the relative position of
Bulgaria in comparison with the other
CEE countries. It presents an analysis
of the theoretical foundations and
the methodology of the evaluation

of the structural convergence, of the
convergence in the expenditure and
production structures of the GDP and
in the structure of the labour market
and the foreign trade, of the regional

convergence and the convergence

in the relative prices, of the existing
regulations and the institutional
environment. The research
methodology includes the use of
historical and comparative analysis,
evaluation of o and B convergences,
descriptive analysis and econometric
modelling by using panel models
and vector error correction models.
The results of the empirical analysis
lead to the conclusion that the

real convergence in Bulgaria also
combines with the convergence of
key structural characteristics of the
Bulgarian economy with the Eurozone
ones. This pertains mostly to the

expenditure structure of the relative
prices of export by individual groups
of goods, whereas the results of

the structural convergence in the
labour market, the regions and the
institutional quality are contradictory
and vary depending on the indicators
implemented and the evaluation
methods. In comparative terms, the
Bulgarian economy does not lag
behind the remaining CEE countries,
even the Euro area members, but the
evaluation of its state should be done
in the context of the opportunities
available for the realization of long-
term economic growth.

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Development of the Circular Economy in Bulgaria -
Opportunities and Challenges

The serious challenges related to the

ecological transformation of the economy

and the need for a new type of policies
aimed at combating climate change
require a rapid and adequate response,
both on the part of the state and on the
part of businesses and households. The
main goal of the study is, based on the
analysis of the state and trends in the
development of the adopted indicators
of circularity of the Bulgarian economy
and on the presentation of specific
examples of good practice, to identify
the obstacles to transformation and to
outline measures and recommendations
to stimulate the transition to a model of
circular economy (Cl), job creation and
income, which will become an engine
of environment-friendly economic
growth. The research topic pertains to
the effects of the application of this
model at the national and company
level whereby preconditions will be
created for higher competitiveness,

environmental friendliness and corporate

social responsibility. Given the complex
nature of the study, many different

research methods have been applied
that encompass quantitative and
qualitative comparative analysis, case
study analysis, collection and study of
statistical information, interdisciplinary
synergistic approach based on primary
and secondary research, sociological
survey methods, cluster analysis,
regression analysis, index analysis.

The main scientific results can be

summarized in the following several areas:

The normative regulation of Clin the
EU and Bulgaria after 2010 has been
examined, as well as the changes in
connection with the adopted European
Green Pact and the new priorities;

A cluster analysis was made
according to selected indicators of
the circularity of the EU countries
and Bulgaria's place was analyzed

in order to identify the differences
between the defined three groups of
countries. The connection between
circularity and green technologies for
Bulgaria and selected EU countries
has been explored and a comparative

analysis has been made, looking for

a correlation between ecotechnology
costs and progress in the circularity
indicators;

A divergence index is derived and a
comparative analysis is made with
selected countries from each of the
identified clusters;

An empirical study has been
conducted of the possibilities of the
shared economy and the introduction
of successful models in Bulgaria has
been summed up;

Good practices in the EU related to the
implementation of the Cl model are
presented;

Based on the identified barriers

and obstacles in the application

of the circular economy model,
various measures and levers for
intensification of the transformational
transition have been formulated. The
main recommendations have been
systematized for promoting the
resource efficiency and the ecological
transformation of the Bulgarian
economy.

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State, Indicators and Approaches to the Management of
Company Liquidity and Indebtedness in Bulgaria

The main goal of the projectis to
examine the state of liquidity and
indebtedness of non-financial sector
enterprises in Bulgaria, to derive
early warning indicators for solvency
problems and to outline some key
approaches to liquidity management.
It is essential that industry-wide
values of liquidity ratios be derived
that should presumably to serve as a
guide for maintaining the necessary
levels of liquidity in the respective
sectors. The object of study are

the non-financial enterprises (NSI,
Classifier-2008) from the following
economic sectors according to the
Classifier: Sector A, B,C, D, E, F, G, H, |,
J, L, M, N, S. The main applied methods
are comparative analysis, descriptive
analysis, synthesis method,
inductive-probabilistic (synthesis)
and deductive-hypothetical methods

(analysis), observation and historical
analysis.

With regard to achieving the set
research goals and objectives, the
following working hypothesis can

be formulated: the lack of analysis
by the state of the levels of liquidity
and indebtedness and the failure

to measure the industry average

of key indicators that are seen as
recommended values for sectors,
poses the risk of insolvency and
bankruptcy of enterprises. It is
possible to set up a methodology for
ongoing assessment of the status of
these two indicators at the national
level and to prove the sectoral
conditionality for both indicators. On
this basis, early warning indicators
and proper liquidity management
approaches have been outlined to
assist management in overcoming
insolvency risks and in resolving

the problems related to liquidity and
excessive indebtedness.

The main achieved results are

the examination and discussion

of the appropriate, current and
acknowledged theaoretical sources
on the topic; the identification of
the appropriate technology and
methodology for measuring and
analyzing corporate liquidity and
indebtedness; the measurement,
analysis and assessment of

the state of company liquidity

and indebtedness for an 11-year
period; the derivation of industry
averages that are the suitable
benchmark or indicator of the levels
of the two indicators as well as
warning indicators in case of risk of
deterioration of the financial condition
on the basis of both indicators and
highlighting key approaches for their
management and control.

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Project of a Model of a Financial Digital Ecosystem

The goal of the scientific project is

to define and propose a conceptual
model of a digital ecosystem that
encompasses business and financial
arganizations, as well as different
governmental bodies.

The object of research is the digital
ecosystems, the structures of which
are developed from integrated
technological platforms, information
resources and computer programs
with distributed cooperation and
mutual use by the respective
organizations that are an integral
part of the ecosystems. Scientific
methods like analysis and synthesis,
induction and deduction, as well as

modelling are applied in the research.

The performance of the respective

tasks of the research is facilitated by

a comparative and statutory analysis.

The following scientific achievements
have been identified. An overview

has been made of the main
characteristics of the financial
reporting systems. A conceptual
model has been set up of a financial
reporting system. A review has

been made of the basic features of
electronic invoicing in the European
Union and Latin America. A detailed
analysis has been carried out of

the characteristics of the electronic
invoicing system currently applied

in Bulgaria. A conceptual model has
been designed of a digital ecosystem
for abligatory electronic invoicing

in Bulgaria based on a centralized

system administered by the National
Revenue Agency. The applicability of
the model is confirmed by an survey
conducted in November 2020 online.
The technical, institutional and legal
prerequisites have been identified for
the implementation of the model of
the digital ecosystem for obligatory
electronic invoicing

Based on the results of the research
it could be assumed that the
implementation of an obligation for
electronic invoicing could possibly
bring about higher transparency of
the relationships between business,
state authorities and end customers
and also increase budget revenues.

The main goal of the research
project is to reveal and analyse

the specific features, challenges
and opportunities for applying

the CSR concept in the case of
Bulgarian SMEs and on this basis to
propose guidelines for improving the
management of socially responsible
activities of SMEs.

The object of the study is the social
responsibility of micro, small and
medium enterprises, while the
research topic pertains to the specific
characteristics, manifestations,
management and strategic
dimensions of CSR in SMEs.

The main research questions refer
to the specific characteristics,
responsible behavior and areas

of implementation of CSR in SMEs,
the management of relations with
stakeholders and the integration of
CSRin the activities, strategy and
management of SMEs.

Due to the complex nature of the
research topic, a mixed research
approach was applied, which uses
a combination of quantitative and
qualitative research methods. A
research survey and case studies,
illustrating the application of CSR
concept in Bulgarian SMEs were
conducted in order to facilitate
qualitative and quantitative data
requirements.

The scientific contribution of the
research consists in the proposed
systematic study of the CSR

implementation in SMEs and its
manifestation in the Bulgarian
caontext. The research results support
the view that the concept of CSRis
applicable within SMEs based on the
use of specific approaches that take
into account the main characteristics,
comparative advantages and
disadvantages of SMEs, the interests
of stakehaolders and the opportunities
opened up in the external
environment.

As an additional result of the project,
a practical handbook was made

in order to support the effective
management and implementation of
socially responsible strategies and
initiatives in the context of SMEs.

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Environment: Development of Multicultural Competencies

In the conditions of expanding
globalization and a growing
multicultural business environment,
the successful management of
project teams plays a significant
role for the enhancement of the
effectiveness of the projects
implemented at the local, national,
regional, and international level. This
thesis justifies the major goal of this
applied research project, namely -
to identify and justify the factors,
characteristics and prospects of
the management of project teams

in a multicultural environment

at Bulgarian organizations. On

this basis, a competence model

for effective operation of project
managers and project team members
in a multicultural environment is
developed in the framework of the
study. The focus of research is

the basic factors, characteristics
and prospects of project teams
management conducted in the

specific conditions of a multicultural
environment.

Methodology adopted by the
study includes: desk analysis

and exploration of specialized
research publications in Bulgarian
and international literature on the
topic; secondary data analysis of
goaod practices worldwide about
the management of project teams
in a multicultural environment;
pilot sample survey applying

a semistructured interview;
guestionnaire survey of various
practices for establishment

and operation of project teams

in conditions of multicultural
environment. The survey provides
empirical basis for the analysis of
the impact of cultural dimensions on
the effectiveness of project teams
operating in such an environment.
The basic results can be grouped
in the following directions. (1) The
impact of cultural aspects, including

national cultural environment, on
project management and project
teams management is explored in
detail. Different models for the study
of cultural impacts are examined

as well as the sign indicating the
formation of a project culture. (2) the
research approaches and methods,
utilized in the international literature
for empirical research on aspects
of project teams management in

a multicultural emvironment, are
systemized. (3) the elements of the
caompetence model for effective
management of project teams are
defined as affected by cultural
diversity. On the basis of the
empirical study, the factors with
highest weights on the effectiveness
of project teams operation in the
specific conditions of multicultural
project environment are identified.
Directions for implementing the
model in both research and practice
are outlined.

The main purpose of this study is to
evaluate the collaboration between
higher education institutions (HEIs)
and business organizations (BO)

in Bulgaria in the field of logistics
and supply chain management

(L and SCM) across three areas -
education, research, and innovations,
and to outline key directions for its
improvement.

The study consists of an introduction
and three Chapters that present

the theoretical and methodological
basis used to investigate the
collaboration, evaluate its current
state, and provide recommendations
for its development. Furthermore its
has a conclusion and a bibliography
containing 138 sources and 11
appendices.

The methodology specifies the
research topic and object and
presents a conceptual framework
that encompasses the three areas
of interaction. The methods used
are as follows: analysis of literature,
guestionnaire survey, deductive
and inductive analysis, statistical
methods, and comparative analysis
and analogy.

The main research outcomes

are as follows. First, an overview

has been made of the current
approaches and methods available
in international and Bulgarian studies
for investigating the collaboration
between HEls and BO in the field of

L and SCM across the three areas

of interaction. Second, a research
methodology has been developed

and approved, and the measurements

and indicators for assessing the
levels of interaction have been
specified. Third, questionnaires

and guidelines for constructing
relevant case studies for HEIs and
BO have been developed. Fourth, the
motivations behind, the barriers to,
the key factors for, best practices,
and outcomes of the collaboration
between HEls and BO have been
evaluated and the results for both
sides have been compared. The
main conclusion of this study is
that the interaction between HEls
and BO in Bulgaria in the field of L
and SCM is underdeveloped, and

its potential benefits have not been
utilised to a sufficient degree, which
confirms the main research thesis.

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The European Pillar of Social Rights as a Tool for Social Cohesion
within the Union and for Bulgaria’s Catching-up Economic and
Social Development

The study focuses on the European
Union's latest social initiative - the
European Pillar of Social Rights. The paper
analyzes the main social problems in the
EU and the factors that have determined
them, including the risk of poverty and
income inequality. In addition, an attempt
is made to outline the expected effects
of some measures laid down in the pillar,
as well as their potential impact on
Bulgaria in the context of the concept

of a catching-up economic and social
development of the country.

The main goal of the study is to analyze
the dimensions of the new pillar of

EU social rights - prerequisites for its
creation, tools and measures for its
implementation, as well as examples of
expected results of its implementation

at the Union and the national level in
Bulgaria.

Chapter One examines the European
Pillar of Social Rights as the EU’s latest
social initiative and analyzes its place in
the Union's legislative architecture.

Chapter Two considers the European
Pillar of Social Rights as an instrument
for closer cohesion in the EU in the social
field. To this end, the degree of cohesion
in the Union in terms of key social

indicators is presented first, and the

lack of development of this process and
significant differences in the performance
of Member States on selected social
indicators are analyzed. Poverty and
income inequality in the EU are identified
as the main social problems in the EU and
their connection with economic growth

is examined. The current EU initiative for
the Minimum Wage Directive is thoroughly
explored as an illustration of the Pillar's
ambition and objectives.

Chapter Three is devoted to the expected
impact of the Social Pillar on Bulgaria and
the its potential to lead to social change
in the context of the need for Bulgaria's
catching up with the EU.

The applied research methodology
encompasses analysis and synthesis,
induction and deduction, systematic
approach, descriptive and comparative
analysis. Mathematical and statistical
methods (regression analysis using Gretl
statistical analysis software) have been
applied to the analysis of some socio-
economic indicators.

The following results can be defined
as scientific contributions: an overview
has been made of the EU’s legislative
framework of social policy in historical

terms and the role has been identified

of the Social Pillar in the European
legislative architecture; an analysis

has been made of the concept of the
“European social model” and of the
typology of social models in the EU;
same basic preconditions have been
identified for the establishment of the
Social Pillar; the main social problems in
the EU - poverty and income inequality

- have been exposed and a statistical
regression analysis has been made of
their relationship with economic growth
in the period 2008 - 20139; the main
preconditions for sustainable income
inequality in the EU have been identified
and analyzed; the Social Pillar has been
examined as an instrument for social
cohesion in the EU, following the example
of the Minimum Wage Directive; Bulgaria's
place in the EU in accordance with main
saocial indicators and the reasons for

the lack of cohesion with the EU have
been identified; the main directions and
recommendations for Bulgaria catching-
up development have been summarized;
the expected impact of the Social Pillar
on Bulgaria is assessed on the example
of two of its key initiatives - the Work-Life
Balance Directive and the Minimum Wage

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The Balkans in the New Energy Architecture

In the context of the EU's goal of
diversifying routes and suppliers,
there is a growing interest in the role
of the Balkans region in European
energy security. In this regard, the
aim of the study is twofold: first,

to analyze the processes taking
place in the energy field of this
strategic zone that serves as a key
geopolitical arena for projection of
external interests, and second, to
identify potential prospects for its
development within the emerging new
energy architecture and the spill-

over effects on international relations.

The project is oriented towards the
implementation of the following tasks:

To explore the energy significance
of the Balkan region and its
potential as a pillar of EU energy
security;

To examine the relevance of the
EU-Balkans axis with a focus on
the impact of European energy
policy regulations on the Balkan
countries;

To analyze the external dynamics
of the energy processes in the
Balkans with an emphasis on the
role of several new factors in the
region (specifically China);

To inspect the established
structures for regional cooperation
in the Balkans through the prism of
energy partnerships;

To outline key aspects of the
energy policies of the Balkan
countries;

To assess the infrastructural
transformations in the energy
sector in the region;

To present the impact of the
pandemic crisis on the energy
sector of the Balkan countries.

The study is based on an application
of a complex and interdisciplinary
approach, combining different
methods in the fields of international
political and economic relations. This
methodology allows to outline the
relationships between endogenous
and exogenous dynamics of the
processes in the energy sector.

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Processes in International Relations
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In the modern world there are many
transformations that radically
change the nature and structure
of international relations. The
important thing is that the speed
and scale of these transformations
by far exceeds the ability of the
global system to adapt to them.
Therefore, the aim of the present
study is to apply analytical tools
to the processes of transformation
in the modern world and to predict
how these transformations affect
the forms and nature of global
relations. The specific goals

achieved in the project pertain to

the following. First, the fields and
their parameters of transformation

in international relations in the XXI
century should be identified. Second,
a theoretical model should be set

up for the analysis of the systemic
transformation in the international
relations in the XXI century. Third,

the role of social, economic,
technological and military factors
lying behind change should be
determined. Fourth, a critical analysis
should be carried out of the areas

of transformations in international
relations.

The emphasis is on the analysis of
the system and the system approach
in international relations; global

risks and globalization, the military
aspects of security, the development
of geopolitics, climate change as the
most significant non-military security
threat - the impact of the pandemic.
The essence of these main fields is
identified and the transformation in
their different stages is traced.

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Research on the Applicability of Virtual Reality in

Virtual Reality (VR) is described

as immersion in multimedia or
computer-simulated reality. Virtual
reality simulates the active physical
presence of the user in certain
places of the real or imaginary world
with the help of specialized technical
means.

The aim of the research is to explore
the possibilities for applicability

of Virtual Reality (VR) in education
and business in order to improve
the quality of education in

Bulgarian universities, in particular
strengthening the leadership of
UNWE among business universities
and the competitiveness of Bulgarian
companies and arganizations in
their integration into the European

educational systems and business
structures.

The most important scientific
achievements include the following:
the analysis of the nature and
features of VRP; the analysis of the
main characteristics of VR in terms
of applicability in different types

of training and business sectors;
the analysis of the peculiarities
and formulation of requirements for
application of VR in different types of
trainings and businesses.

The most impartant scientific and
applied achievements are: the
analysis and comparison of the
existing software and hardware for
VR; the analysis of the applicability
of VR for digitalization of business

processes in logistics and supply
chains, as well as in V-commerce

as a new online sales channel; the
analysis of the applicability of VR for
assessment of the vulnerability of
the electrical networks from natural
hazards, as well as for training of the
population for sustainable disaster
response, including emergency
evacuation from business buildings;
analysis of the challenges in using VR
and drones for risk management.

The total number of publications on
the project is 14, of which 8 in editions
indexed in Scopus. The total number
of citations of the project publications
is 8 (in international databases with
scientific information), of which 4 are
in editions indexed in Scopus.

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Active Aging in Bulgaria:
Health, Social and Economic Problems

The purpose of the study is to outline
the main problems of the aging of
the Bulgarian population in health,
saocial and economic aspects, based
on quantitative characteristics, and
to explore their effect on different
indicators. The aggregate, systemic
and sociological approach have been
used, as well as specific statistical
and demographical methods for
descriptive and diagnostic analyses.

The study focuses on actual
problems related to the elderly
people’'s health condition and access
to medical care in Bulgaria, to their
social life and their participation in
the labor market. The comparative
analysis of dynamics of the
demographical processes in Bulgaria
and European Union showed that

by 2050 the processes of aging of
the population would deepen and in
Bulgaria this trend would be above
the average for the EU. A comparison
of the Active Aging Index proves that
Bulgaria's low ranking is a result of
the very poor participation of the
elderly people in the social and
political life. The health status and
access to medical care and medical
services of people 55 + years of age
have been analyzed, based on SHARE
study data. A conclusion has been
made that a big portion of the elderly
people in Bulgaria have chronic
diseases and suffer from overweight
and do not tend to visit a dentist

or consult a medical expert. It was
concluded that the elderly people
have a very limited participation in

the political and social life. Significant
differences have been exposed in
terms of the quality and satisfaction
of life by socio-demographic

groups. Conclusions have been
made regarding the advantages and
risks of flexible retirement and its
relation to active aging. The analysis
of the working retirees’ dynamics

for the period 2008 - 2019 proves

the increasing participation of the
elderly people in the labor market.

An important conclusion of the study
is that early retirement plans are
more desirable amongst the elderly
people with a bad health, unfavorable
financial condition and lower
education.

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Games as a Factor for Boosting Training and Business
Results (Gamification)

The main objective of the study

is to identify specific applications
of gamification in education and
business that have not been
sufficiently studied so far in the
world literature so to contribute to
the theory and practice described
in the indexed literature (specific
target are publications in Scopus
and WoS). In terms of scope,
gamification applications are related
to educational innovations and
innovations based on the principles
of gamification.

With regard to methodology, the
following should be noted. Cross-
searches in the Scopus and WoS
databases were used in the cast for
research niches. Various studies were
conducted, including methods such
as interviews, focus groups, active
research within multidisciplinary

projects, as well as systematic

and bibliometric analysis. The
design of the overall study has
been decomposed into separate
studies to address specific and
more targeted parts of the topic,
suitable for research and publication
of articles / reparts in niche topics,
not yet sufficiently studied in the
world literature. The main goal of the
methodology used is to produce
niche publications that will be
attractive for publication in indexed
editions in Scopus and WoS as well
as for practitioners in the field. A
secondary goal of the niche topics
is the expected higher citation rate
of such topics, which approach was
proven within the short time limit of
the current project.

In terms of scientific results, the
following should be highlighted. As

a result of the conducted research,
8 publications were published in
editions, indexed in Scopus and Wo§S,
and 3 publications, referenced in the
secondary sources of literature. The
project opened up the opportunity to
examine topics such as: Gamification
as a tool for dealing with educational
challenges; applying gamification

in the implementation of business
information systems; Gamification as
a tool to support the development

of artificial intelligence, the use of
gamification in various information
systems and others.

Since the start of the project and the
publication of its results, 11 citations
have already been identified, of which
B are in journals indexed in Scopus
and WoS.

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Integrated Risk Management Approach in the

competitiveness. In conclusion,
farm managers should be aware of
the need for risk management and
for controlling it as a structured,
cansistent and continuous process
integrated into the structure’s
activities. The integrated risk
management approach identifies,
analyzes, evaluates, determines
reactions and reports possible
events that would negatively affect
the achievement of its goals. A

key prerequisite for effective risk
management and control is the

definition of clear, measurable goals

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Green Business Management - the Role of Standards

The role of standardization and
stakeholder involvement in
implementing green management in
organizations is examined within the
framewark of the project. Thearetical
assumptions are discussed related to
voluntary standards at international,
European and national levels as
“soft” regulators in the field of
“green’/sustainable management

of organizations. The presented
conceptual framework of the study is
based on the overall standardization
process, and it encompasses the first
phase of “Standards creation” and
the subsequent phase of “Standards
Implementation” with the participation
of stakeholders from the “green”

management of organizations. A
systematic literature review has
been made of the existing national
research surveys that examine

the role of standards in achieving
green management. A methodology
has been developed for empirical
research on attitudes towards the
implementation of green management
of organizations in the light of

the creation and implementation

of standards as “soft” regulators
among stakeholders. The analysis
of the content (content analysis) of
the conducted 30 semi-structured
interviews has allowed to outline the
main categories according to the
process maodel of standardization.

Three main models of standardization
for “"green” management have been
identified: “de jure” standards of
standard-making organizations;
market-based “de facto” standards
and legal standards based on
government policies and measures.
The correspondence has been
established between the revealed
models and the implementation of the
green standards by the respondents
depending on their affiliation to

the respective stakeholder group.

In conclusion, opportunities have
been identified to improve the
implementation of standards as a
voluntary tool for achieving green
management.

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The main objective of the project is to

The object of study is the links
between the functioning of the
internal market, on the one hand, and
the protection of intellectual property
in the EU, on the other hand, through
the establishment of uniform (unitary)
intellectual property rights.

Many different methods have been
applied to the study of intellectual
property protection in the EU. First
of all, the historical method has
found application in connection with
the study of the emergence and
development of objective intellectual
property law in the EU legal system.
The method of systematic analysis
is also applied in the examination of
Union legislation. The formal-logical

method, the comparative method, etc.

have also found application.

The scientific achievements are
specified to the following:

the derivative law of the EU in the
field of intellectual property and in
particular in the field of its unitary
rights is systematized;

the tendencies in the development
of the objective EU law in the
indicated field are followed;

the current decisions of the Court
of Justice of the EU regarding

the interpretation of the criteria

of the legislation on granting the
protection of the unitary rights of
trademarks and industrial design of
the EU are presented.
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
